Kaunda's son to appeal

against death sentence

LUSAKA. Oct 15 : Zambian
President Kenneth Kaunda's
youngest son was sentenced to
death on Monday for murder-
ing a woman two years but
immediately appealed against
the conviction,reports Reuter.

Judge Claver Musumali said
the prosecution in Lusaka's
High Court established
all reasonable doubt” that

Kaunda, 26, inten-
tionally killed 20-year-old
Tabeth Mwanza in September
1989,

Kambarage had pleaded not
guilty to murder, saying he
shot the woman iIn self-de-
fence when a group of people
threatened to attack him and a
friend.

The "V" sign is UNIP's sym-
bol in the campaign for general
clections, Zambia's first multi-
party polls in 20 years, on
October 31.

No other members of the
Kaunda family were in the
packed court and efforts to get
comment from them were un-
successful

Political analysts said
Kambarage's conviction would
have little effect on the elec-
tions, seen as a close fight be-
tween UNIP and the opposi-
tion movement for Muld-Party
Democracy (MMD).

The government of Japan
hopes that the Burmese gov-
ernment, based on the results
of the General Election held in
May 1990, starts a dialogue
with the parties concerned, a
Foreign Ministry spokesman
said.

Aung San Suu Kyi's National
League for Democracy (NLD)
won the general election by a
landslide, despite her house
arrest, but Burma's junta has
refused to let govern and ar-
rested most ol its leaders.

We share concerns with in-
ternational society over this
and hope for a peaceful suc-
cession of government , the
Japanese spokesman said.

Japan has not renewed
large-scale aid to Burma since
the opposition leader's deten-

tion in 1989. It has continued
limited humanitarial and

emergency assistance.
