Israel to attend ME |

peace conference

JERUSALEM, Oct 20 : The
Israeli pgovernment today
to send a delegation to
a Middle East peace confer-
cnce by a vote of 16-3, remov-
ing the final obstacle to Israel's
participation at the forum later
this month, reports AFP.

The decision came at the

end of several hours of heated
debate during which hardline
cabinet members voiced ob-
jections to a peace conference
with Arab and Palestinian lead-
ers. .
The conference, sponsored
by the United States and the
Soviet Union 1s due to open in
Madrid on October 30.

Earlier the United States
and the Soviet Union have
asked Israel to announce its
formal acceptance by 1600
GMT Wednesday.

Soviet Foreign Minister
Boris Pankin, on arrival Sunday
in Jordan, said that although
Moscow wishes success f{or
Arab-Israeli peace talks, it
cannot guarantee the results.

"An opportunity for peace in
this region has come,” Pankin
said. "We hope that the upcom-
ing Arab-lsracli peace talks
would give a momentum for
peace and would achieve the
aspired goals.”

"But nobody can guarantee
the outcome of the peace con-
ference,” Pankin told re-
porilers at Amman's Marka air-
port. Jordan in his third stop
on a regional tour which has
taken him to Israel and
he is also scheduled to visit
Egypt.

Foreign Minister Kamal Abu
Jaber greeted Pankin on ar-

rival, and the two rode to the

royal palace to meet with King
Hussein .

Pankin told reporters that '

the Middle East peace process
and preparations for a US
sponsored Arab-Israeli peace
conference will be the focus of

his two days of talks with
Jordanians.

Washington and Moscow are
co-sponsoring the peace con-
ference, scheduled for Oct 30
in Madrid, Spain. President
Bush and Soviet President
Mikhail Gorbachcv will attend
the opening session.
