The
late monsoon [lood of
Scptember was due to unusu-
ally heavy rainfall both inside
Bangladesh and oulside, ex-

The tornado-like storm that
struck the Meradia part of
Dhaka city destroyed hundreds
of houses rendering thousands
shelterless on September 25
has been termed as a ‘water
sprout’ by Azizul [lossain,
Deputy Dircclor, Bangladesh
Mcleorological Department.

Such storms arc normal
during the pre-monsoonic
months of April and May, and
not in the late monsoon month
of September, says llossain.

An cxpericneed weather-
man Azizul 1lossain would not
draw any conclusion from the
deviations from normal be-
haviour ol the weather this
year. Says he, locked from a
long-term perspective there
docs not appear any signifi-
cant change in weather pat-
tern.

Quoting [rom Met Office
records he says the rainfall in
March was below normal as
the westerly and south west-
erly lows remained weak
throughout the month.

In April almost a drought-
like situation prevailed over
the country before the April 29
cyclone hit killing an esti-
mated 1,40,000 pcople. In
May on the other hand there
were 15 severe nor'westers as
against the maximum average
of six during the month.

The rainfall in May was 87
per cent and 48 per cent
above normal in the divisions
of Rajshahi and Dhaka, normal
in Chitlagong division, but 57
per cent below  normal in
Khulna division, records show.

In Junc the rainfall was
more or less normal in all divi-
sions exccpt Rajshahi where
the downpour was 17 per cent
below normal. In July the rain-
fall was 16 to 21 per cent be-
low normal in all the four divi-
sions. In the fol month
Rajshahi had 47 per cent less

+ than normal rainfall while it

' Vagaries of weather

was close to normal in other
districts.

September was marked by
excessively heavy d ur
that caused the d:ﬂn:;;t'rng

- floods in Rajshahi, Rangpur,

Dinajpur and Bogra regions. In

-Rajshahi division the down-

pour was 149 per cent above
normal, and in Dhaka 115 per
cent above the mark.

The September rains again
were caused by an abnormal
phenomenon. Instead of lows
and depressions causing the
precipitations, the rainfall was
induced by the trough of a low
that extended from the
Arabian Sea to Bangladesh and
Assam across [India. The trough
of low persisted for a long
period of time due to the ab-
sence of strong ‘steering
wind' and continued to be en-
ergised by flow of moisture
from the = Bay, says
llamiduzzaman Khan
Chowdhury, Director, Mete-
orological and the heavy
precipitations totalled 300
millimetres in 24 hours at
places like Sylhet, Moulvibazar,
Mymensingh, Feni and Cox’'s
Bazar, adds AziZul Hossain.

The rainfall in the month of
October was also approxi-
mately 50 to 60 per cent above
normal, Met Office sources say.
