5| Sherpur Govt College presents dismal picture

SHERPUR, Nov 15 :
Sherpur Government College
is beset with various problems.

The college established
with the donation of local elite
in 1964, is the only college in
the district. It was nationalised
in 1980 and the then govern-
ment allocated 10 acres of
land for the development of
the college. The site of the
college is excellent but since
its establishment by the local
people no development work
has yet been done. Al present
the students on roll are over
1100.

Moreover, the number of
class rooms are too inadequate
to cope with the rising number
of students. As a result, the

students find it difficult even
to sit comfortable. The number

of fans are also not adequate.

According to a college offi-
cial Mr. Raisuddin, many posts
of teachers and other office
stalls are lying vacant. Out of
80 posts of teachers 57 are
still vacant and the remaining
32 teachers are unable to do
justice on a large number of
students. The post of librarian,
office head assistant an cashier
are still vacant. There is an ill-
cequipped mini laboratory room
which can hardly accommo-
date science students. The
science students have been
triple after the introduction of
B. Sc course and the two posts

time.

Besides, social wellare,
general history, geography and
most important Arabic subjects
are yet to be introduced in the
college.
