stations reported Friday, re-
ports AP.

Palestinian leaders and lib-
eral Israelis said it would be a
serious blow to the pegee pro-
cess {[ the attorney general
prosecutes Mrs Ashrawi.

Al least one legislator who
supports prosecuting Mrs
Ashrawi predicted that it will
not happen. Another law-
maker, who opposes such a
move, called it a negotiating
ploy.

Justice Ministry spokeswo-
man Etty Eshed confirméd
that the attorney general
received the police file on Mrs
Ashrawi, but refused to say
what police recommended.

A senfor source in
Jerusalem said the govern-
ment would weigh Mrs
Ashrawi's prominent role in
