ventures against Milam's plea

Country’'s leading business-
men Thursday staunchly con-
tradicted the US Ambassador’'s
plea that they discard their
demand for special privileges
to help a free and competitive
market flourish in Bmmladeqh
reports UNB.

Refuting William B Hilam S
plea at a meeting at the Dhaka
Chamber of Commerce and
Industry, they argued local en-
trepreneurs being the first-
generation industrialists still
require adequate protection.

The huslncs: leaders cited
the economies of Newly
Industrialised Countries (NICs)
of Asia, including South Korea
and Taiwan, which. they said.
grew through the provision of
"cheap money and strict pro-
tectionism.”

pﬁnd Dhaka Chamber

President Mahbubur Rahman
told Milam.

The meeting between the
business community and the
US envoy was arranged to dis-
cuss possibilities of US-
Bangladesh trade prnmuliun
and joint ventures.

A long two hours of ex-
change, however, mainly dcalt
with current politico-eco-
nomic issues in Bangladesh —
structural reforms. labour
problem, losses of public man-
ufacturing enlerprises and law
and order.

Arguing with the business-
men, the US diplomat said
protection leads to local
monopoly reducing compeli-
tion and hurts consumers’ in-
terest.

"Most subsidies do not
make any sense ... money is
taken from the profitable sec-

. tors and given to money-losing

sectors. Protectionism miser-
ably failed all over the world,
even in your neighbouring
India."

"We do not, however. deny
judicious tariff protection for

new industries, but for a cer-
tain period.” he said.

Milam suggested the busi-
nessmen to support the gov-
ernment efforts lltn)r restructur-
ing the economy. "Being com-
mitted to the free market,
businessmen should not devote
their energies to obtaining
special privileges.”

" The US Ambassador appre-
clated the new government's
intentions of restructuring the
economy but was a bit critical
of some lapses in implementa-
tion.

Milam pointed to delay in
privatization, retaining of many
regulatory provisions and con-
tinuous labour unrest.

"Bangladesh cannot afford
to continue support for money -
losing state-owned industries,
and it cannot afford to con-
tinue to ignore the economic
benefits of privatization,” said

the American envoy
Labour costs of many of the
public sector industrics are

higher than value added, he
sald adding overstaffing is
often doing harm to produc-
tion and breeding militant
union activities.

Milam criticised the gov-
ernment price regulation in
sugar industry and minimum
export price provision for jute
exports which, he said. made
the sectors non-competitive,

"Special interests — indus-
tries that seek subsidies,
labour unions that seck wage
increases far beyond
productivity — impede reform
and sour long-term economic
prospects.”

The US Ambassador sug--
gested the government imme-
diately let the sick industries
die.

Responding to many of the
businessmen's views on exist-
ing unfavourable law and order
and labour situation., Milam
suggested continued dialogue
between the government and
the business community to re-
solve the issues.

The businessmen vented

opposition to many detailed
conditionalities being
by the World Bank and
Western donors with their de-
velopment assistance.

They also sought direct
American investment, instead
of aid only, in esh.
DCCl President Mahbubur
Rahman proposed a joint
Bangladesh-US lmdy for such

Responding Hllnm said
Bangladesh needs to improve
its overall environment to have
US entrepreneurs here.
