Japan apdlogises for
wartime misdeeds

TOKYO, Jan 24 : Prime
Minister Kiichl Miyazawa
broke a decade-long taboo and
offered an apology of sorts to-
day to Japan's Asian neigh-'
bours for his country's wartime
misdeeds. reports Reuter.

Miyazawa became the first
Japanese leader to admit in a
policy speech _before parlia-
ment that Japan was an ag-
gressor in World War Two.

“Al certain moments in pur
history, the people of the Asia-
Pacific region endured unbear-

able suffering and sorrow as a -

result of Japanese actions,” he
told a silent chamber.

"1 would like to take this
opportunity to reitcrate my
heartfelt remorse and regrets
that this happened.” he said.

Miyazawa spent much of his
first foreign trip since taking
office apologising to South
Korea last weck for Japan's
atrocities half a century ago,
including the forced prostitu-
tion of thousands of Korean
teenagers and women to serve

Japanesce soldiers on Asian
bank- fields up until 1945.

No other leader has gone to
such lengths to assure neigh-
bouring Asian countries, where
resentment still Hingers over
Japan's military rule. Tokyo
was peace-loving and regretted
past deeds.

Hardliners in the ruling
Liberal Democratic Party (LDP)
have said repeatedly that Japan
should not apologise for its
colonial and wartime mis-
deeds.
