nt factor to boost agri-
cullurl.l wth to cope with
the population boom in the
backdrop of decreasing rate of
food production, an expert
lllr.l in Dhaka W

ulture mechanisation
is h needed for increasing
both crpopping intensity
and per unit area yileld",
Member-Director of BARC Dr
AKM Moniruzsman said in an
interview with UNB.

Po a grim picture
of tillage in the country. he
sald 50 per cent farmers of the
North Bengal do not possess
any draft bulls and they are

mpelled to prepare their
lands for cultivation by spade.

Many of them are selling
their bulls due to non-availabil-
ity of cattle feeds. he said
adding that only 40 million
tons of cattle feeds are avail-
able against the country's re-
quirement of 125 million tons
a .
He pointed out that soil
productivity cannot be maxi-

mized without having proper
quality and depth of tllage
even though adequate quantily
of irmigation and fertilizer s
added to the sofl.

Under the present trend
of the utilization ol irrigation
ard fertilizer proper quality of
tillage will definitely play a
forceful addictive to boost the
agriculture growth in the
country, he said.

Only eight per cent of the
total cultivated arca is triple
cropped arca, 42 per cent
double cropped and 50 per
cent single cropped. he said.
About 71 per cent of the culy-
vated land in the country is ei-
ther high yield or medium
yicld.

There is an ample opportu-
nity 1o increase the total pro-
duetion as well as productivity
of the farmers by expanding
the utilization of the power
tiller with assured supply of fr-
rigation watcr, he ebserved.

The DBAARC Member-
Dircctor underscored proper
training lor power tller oo-

crators to papularise mecha-

nization and referrcd to a re-

cent survey in Bogra, which
revealed that owners of six out
of 10 imported er tillers
suffered major breakdowns
within on year ol purchase,

'l am highly convinced that
there are several manufactur-
ers in“the country, who can
make power tillers of higher
quality than being tmported

now,”

Moniruzzaman emphasised
the need for paying due impor-
tance to the quality control of
equipment and protect local
manufacturing capabilities.

Waler resources develop-
ment seems o be a vital 1ssue
in the present agriculture of
the country and increase of ir-
rigated area by 10 per cent re-
sulted food grain production by
six per cent. he said.

Harvesting of surface water
will be a costlier proposition
for the country in near future,
he sald emphasising on
enriching ground walter

reservoir
utilization,
lie said manual irrigation
programme (treadle pump).
rower pump and diphragm
pump) will be helpful to in-
crease vegetable production or
even wheat and rice in a small
plot at a greater magnitude.

The BARC Member-Director
lauded the government role to
open the market for import to
facilitate utilization of any type
of agriculture machinery to
enhance the usage of machin-
ery among the farmers.

Agricultural productivity is
presently much more impor-
tant than the problems of
labour displacement. he said
adding that surplus labourers
could be absorbed in agro-
based {ndustries in a later
stage.

He urged planners, . policy-
makers. manufaéturers and
distributors to work together
for sensible growth of agricul-
ture through a justified policy
under the present socio-cco-
nomic condition.
