Opposition leader Sheikh
Hasina Tuesday called for re
opening closed mills and fac:
tories, and halting disinvest:
ment of profitable industries in
the interest of workers and
the economy. reports UNB.

Addressing the opening
session of Jatiya Sramik
League's conference af
Engineer’'s Institution she al-
leged that the government had
fatled to take up steps to revive
the economy through in-
creased production in indus-
trial and agricultural seclors.

She said about 100 miles
and findustries remained
closed. recession prevailed in
economy, volume of trade and
commerce came down and
foreign aid utilisation went be-
low 10 per cent due to ineffi-
cient management of the pov-
ernment,

The Awami League leader
was critical of the post-1975
governments of Zia and
Ershad, saying these two suc-
cessive regimes did nothing
for industrial growth and eco-
nomic development.
