Rohingyas pose threat
to Cox's Bazar forest

COX's BAZAR, Mar 15 The
Rohingya refugees from Burma,
sheltered in the bordering dis-
tricts of Cox's Bazar and
Banderban, have been destroy-
ing the country's forest re-
sources, concerned sources
here warned, reports UNR.

The sources pointed out
that the refugees, whose figure
has now swelled to more than
1.5 lakh, were felling trees and
cutting branches indiscrimi-
nately, thus posing a great
threat to the local environ-

ment and habitat.

A forest department source
estimated that about 30,000
square feet of wood worth
nearly Tk. 4 lakh were being
extracted by the refugees ev-
eryday for use as fuel wood for
cooking and fencing their
makeshift huts.

The Muslim refugees [lee-
ing Arakan to escape alleged
persecution and atrocities by
the Burmese troops. have been
given shelter in ten camps,

covering a total area of 463
acres ul' reserve forests and
hills in the two districts.

Sources said the refugees
would require fuel wood
roughly worth about Tk 14
crore for one year,
