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South Africa 13 for none at end of 1st day

Snell helps restrict Windies to 262

BRIDGETOWN,
Apr 19: Trans
vaal's Richard
Snell was South
Africa’'s hero
Saturday as
dismissed the West Indies for
262 in their first innings on
the opening day of their
cricket Test here, reports AFP.

South Africa took the last
six wickets for 22 runs after
tea while openers Andrew
Hudson and Mark Rush
carcfully batted through t -
nal nine overs to be 13 without
loss at the end of satisfying day
for the visitors.

Snell, a 23-year-old right-
arm medium-pacer, took four
for 84 from 18 overs and made
the two crucial breakthroughs
‘in the innings.

After captain Kepler
Wessels won the toss and fol-
lowed the accepted procedure
on the Kensington Oval ground
by bowling first, 36-year-old
veteran Desmond Haynes, in
his 103rd Test, and Philip
Simmons added 99 for the
first wicket with no problems.

Haynes had hit nine fours in
58 Simmons seemed well set
with 35 when Snell removed
both in the space of nine balls
without conceding a run just
before lunch.

Simmons drove a low catch
to midoff and Haynes edged a
catch to first slip off an
ou r. It meant the West
Indies had to start all over
again and they never regained
the same momentum.

Brian Lara, dropped first
ball by Wessels at slip off Snell
fell to a spectacular low leg-
side catch wicket-keeper
David Ric son ofl Tertulus
Bosch for 17. But then captain
Richie Richardson and left-
handed Keith Arthurton re-
build the West Indies innings
with a partnership of 82,

Richardson, returning to
his best form, and Arthurton,
punching the ball freely
through the off-side and bene-
fitting from two slip catches to
Wessels off no balls when 21

and 51, seemed in control
when Snell came back for his
third spell just before tea.

His fourth ball, an
outswinger, 1nduc¢d an Edgc
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from Richardson and a catch
to the wicket-keeper and the
Wesl Indies, with an unusually
long tail, went into rapid de-
cline in the final session.
Richardson scored 44.

Arthurton's favourite stroke
provide his undoing.

He had hit .10 fours in 59,
his highest Test score, when
he slapped a catch to point ofl
Meyrick Pringle, to leave the
Wesl Indies 240 for [ive and
only the tail to follow.

Allan Donald, South Africa's
astest bowler improving with
every spell after a disappoint-
ing start, accounted for
wicket-keeper David Willilams
and left-handed newcomer
Jimmy Adams in quick suc-
cession and the remaining
batsmen oflered only token re-
sistance.

Although it was a historic
occasion — South Alrica’s re-
turn to Test cricket after 22
year of isolation because of the

Barbad:ans heed boycott call

BRIDGETOWN,
Apr 19: South

hundred paying spectators,
reports Reuter.

When Allan Donald sent,

down the first delivery to West
Indies opener Desmond
Haynes, fewer than 300 people
were scattered around the
usually-packed popular stands
ringing halfl the ground.

Local people had threat-
ened to boycott the match in
protest at the omission from
the West Indies team of
Barbadian seam bowler
Anderson Cummins.

There were more specta-
tors, mainly tourists, in the
pavilion and Members' stands
but early evidence was that the
protest had attracted plenty of
grassrooils support, even on a

weekend with local hero
Desmond Haynes batting.

As in their last Test against
Australia in Port Elizabeth in
March 1970, South Africa won
the toss on a bright, breezy
morning.

There was a ripple of ap-
plause around the more popu-
lated Members' stands when
Donald ran in to bowl the long
awaited first delivery.

Haynes pushed it through
mid-on for two and cracked
the second to the mid-wicket
boundary to give South Africa a
reminder that Test cricketers
are not the most sentimental
people on the field. After four
overs, West Indies had moved
to 18 for no wicket.

Before the start, the teams
were introduced to the Prime
Minister of Barbados, Erskine
Sandiford, as well as Sir Colin
Cowdrey, chairman of the
Intl:rnaunnn] Cricket Confe-

well as the first Test between
these two sides — the
Barbadian public turned its
back on the event.

Observing a boycott to
protest the omission of local
fast bowler Andy Cummins
from the West Indies team,
less than 3,000 spectators
were in the stands that would
normally be filled to their

14,000 capacity.

At the medal ceremony, the

ten for the occasion by a local
musician for the former
Sovicts.

Scherbo said. "Last year we
were for Soviet Unfon. We will
compete for another country
in Olympics Games and then
alter the Games we will com-
pete for another country.
