, Hudson batted throughout
the second day to remain un-
beaten on 135 out of a South
African total of 254 for four,
just eight short of the West
Indies’ first innings score.

But the Natal opener was
dropped twice on his way to
three figures, offering chances
when .22 and 66 off Curtly
Ambrose and Patrick Patterson
respectively.

South African skipper
Kepler Wessels, who scored
162 in his first appearance for
Australia against England in
Brisbane in 1982, hit a halfl-
century in 66 balls and briefly
looked capable of repeating
the feat for his native country.

That unique distinction
eluded him when he was dis-
missed for 59, but his bold ex-
ample set the tone for another
good South African effort in
their first-ever Test in the
Caribbean.

For the second day running,
the Barbados public stayed
away from the match in pro-
test at the non-sclection of
local seamer Anderson Cum-
mins. Only around 1,500
spectators watched the action.

Wessels, who hit eight fours
and a six, produced the most
spectacular batting but Hud-
son's marathon performance
spanning almost seven hours
had more historical sig-
nificance.

The last South Africans to
score Tesl centuries were
Barry Richards and Brian
Irvine who hit 126 and 102
respectively in the final fourth
Test against Australia in Port
Eltzabeth 22 years ago.

Hudson's hundred, reached
ol 223 balls with 11 fours, was
the 106th by a South African in
Test matches but the country's
long exile from the interna-
tional arena should ensure him
a larger-than-normal footnote
in the record books.

Perhaps the most impres-
sive feafure of his innings was
the concentration he showed
as wickets fell around him in
the afternoon, although both
the chances he gave would
probably have becn poached on
any other day.

Courtney Walsh at long leg
dropped him at 22, failing to
hold a skied hook as he ran to
his left, but the most glaring
let-off came courtesy of wick-
etkeeper David Willlams.

The 125-run second wicket
stand between Wessels and
Hudson had just been ended by

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Debutant Kenneth Benjamin
grabbed his first Test wicket
when he had Peter Kirsten
caught at first slip for 11 with
the score on 168, before a
West Indian bonus arrtved in
the form of fellow new cap
Jimmy Adams.

Adams, who did not deliver
a single ball for Jamaica in the

Hansie Cronje, who made
five, was the unlucky victim,
giving Lara his third slip catch
of the innings and leaving his
side wobbling slightly on 188
for four at tea.

But Hudson who had 17
fours by the close, and Adrian
Kuiper grafted away through-
out the final session to see off
the new ball and give South
Africa renewed hope of becom-
ing the first visiting Test team
to win on the ground since
1935.

Hudson described his in
nings as "the ultimate moment
of my career.”

"It felt especially good to do
it here in the Carfbbean against
the full West Indian attack,” he
said.

Wessels warned that his
side still needed to bat well
into the third day to build on
the psychological advantage
they have established over the
first two days.
