garments factories in the city
H{ their seven point demands
were not met by May 30.

According to sources, the
Parishad has taken up far
fetched plans to press home
their demands.

Their seven point demands
include: implementation of
lowest scale of Taka 1400 at
the national level for the gar-
menis workers, assurance ol
workers and labourers t as
per laws of International
Labour Organisation and con-
vention and assuring varfous
facilities to the workers.

Il the government and the
garments factory owners do
not accept the demands, about
seven lakh workers will be

mobilised to go on strike dur-

ing the pcak garmenis pro-
duction scason during Oclober
-Novembet.

The Parishad at present is
organising workers ol about
1000 factories of the city, the
sources said.

Parishad leaders urging ac-
ceptance of their demands
through tripartite talks with
the government and f[actory
owners say that while the gar-
ments industry earns much of

the foreign currency it f[afls Lo
provide any socfal or cconomic

security to the workers.

They say garments indus-
tries fetched 802.19 million in
the fiscal yecar of 1991- 92
which was 17.93 per cent
more than the target ol export
and it is expected thlfl this

garments export will earn
jn:rﬂ: than $907 million.

The Parishad say that gar-
ments industries flourished in
Bangladesh becausc ol cheap
labour cosL

it should assure rights of
the labourers, they said.
