Due to lack of medical
facilities, many people mostly

- children fall easy prey to vari-

ous diseases.

it is gathered that both dis-
trict and local authoritics are
quite indifferent to the sufler-
ings of these uprooted families

and none has so far been taken
any steps to rchabilitate them.

Most of these famfilies have
become baggers and leading
subhuman life for want of food,
cloths, medical facility and
proper shelters.

At least 32 educational in-
stitutions, 25 mosques and a
number of hat and bazaars,
government o and other
commercial . and § industgial
cstablishments in seven unions
of the upazila which are close
to the river banks awaiting to-

tal extinction by the erosion of
the rivers.

The landless people In
Pirgacha upazila are not get-
ting the possession of the khas
lands alloted to them by the
administration.

According to information,
about 90.18 acres of khas lands

were distributed among 274
landless male and females of

the upazila by the administra-

tion.

But many landless persons
did not get the possession of
their allocated khas lands as a
section of influencial persons
have bed the lands bribing
the o concerned, it was
informed.

The deprived persons have
lodged complaints with the
higher authorities concerned
in this regard but none has so
[ar paid heed to it, it was fur-
ther informed.

An impartial enquiry by the
higher authorities is immed
ately needed so that the -
less people éould enfoy the fa-
cilities of distributions of khas

lmnds, it is opined.
