and said three commanders in
the area had been removed
from their posts.

Jamshoro in central Sindh
where Lhe authoritics first said
an army patrol had killed nine
Indian-trained sabotlcurs.

Later, aflter protests from

residents, the authorities said
those killed were innocent vil
lagers.
An army major who com
manded the troops that killed
the villagers has been arrested
and [aces an inquiry.

The Sindh provincial gov
crnment paid compensation
on Sunday to the bercaved
familics, who reccived a visil
yesterday by opposition leador
Benazir Bhutto.

Middle East hostage saga ends

BEIRUT, June 18 : Germans Hcinrich
Strucbig and Thomas Kemptner, Lebanon's last
western hostages, spent their first night of
frecedom by Lebancse and Syrian secu-
rity officials in Beirut after 1,127 days in cap-
tivity, reports Reuter,

The Germans’' release ended the 10-ycar
Middle East hostage saga. They were the last of
80 westerners snatched in Lebanon pro-lra-
nian militants who unleashed an epidemic of
kidnappings in 1982 to force political conces-
sions from the west.

Lebanese officials said Struebig, 51, and
Kemptner, 31, would be handed over to Ger-
man envoy Bernd Schmidbauer and to Ambas-
sador Peter Kiewett at an official ceremony to-

They said Struebig and Kemptner spent the
night at a secret location in Beirut under tight
security measures. The sources refused to give
any further details but said both men appeared
in good shape and L

A statement by Tehran-backed [reedom
stru rs which held the Germans [or 38
months said on Monday “the relcase will take
place within the next 48 hours at the head-

quarters of Lebanesc President (EHas Hrawd)™

Schmidbauer said he was coming to Beirut
lo collect’ Struebig and Kemptner who were
seized in south Lebanon in May 1989.

The kidnappers called on envoys of Syrian
President Hafez Assad, the United Nations and
the German government to come (o Hrawi's
headquarters in Beirut's Posh Ramiet Al-Baida
district to meet the freed hostages.

The officials said the kidnappers decided to
free the Germans afler receiving assurances
from Bonn on two Lebanecse rs jafled in
Germany for kidnapping. hijacking and mur-
der.

“ The freedom strugglers said the relcase was
in response to efforts and mediation by le-
banon, Syria and Iran to solve the issue of the
Germans and the Lebanese brothers Moham-

mad Ali and Abbas llamadi, who they wanl
freed from German prisons.

"Positive results have been reached,” said
the statement, [Hamadi, security chief for the
pro-lrantan Hizbollah (party of God). believed
to be the cover for Lebanese If.t«.‘.luufl.l groups. He
wanted to swap the Germans for his brothers
but Bonn refused.

The Shi'ite Zealots warned Germany ol re-
peating "previous experiences” when Bonn
fafled to make good its promises of freeing the
[tamadi bothers aflter they [ree two German
busincssmen in 1987 and 1988,

Renewing its warning to Bonn, the kidnap-
pers said : "as we release the last of the spies
and positively close this file, we warn of a rep-
etition ol previous experiences...

"Last, we renew our vow that we will not
calm down until our brothers regain their
freedom and this will be the last chance.

"We have started the countdown for happi-
ncss for everyone, otherwise no one would
tastc happincss if our brothers are not re-
lcasced.”

war: Berisha

WASHINGTON, June 16: Al-
bantan President Salf Berisha
told US President George Bush
on Monday that a Yugoslav
move against cthnic Albanians
in its Kosovo region could pos-
sibly trigger a Balkan war, re-
ports Reuter.

Berisha emerged from his
first meeting with Bush to say
he approved of a tougher US
stance against Sefbia and
Montenegro, the two republics
left in Yugoslavia. The Uniled
States recently joined a UN
trade embargo against Yu-

goslavia.

Berisha said the sanctions
were necessary to clamp down
on Serbia's strongman Slobo-
dan Misosevic, who he said
represented “the last dictator-

ship in Europe.”
