Germany receives
two hostages

BEIRUT, June 17: The last
two Westerners held hostage
in Lebanon were handed over
to a German envoy Wednesday
in the presence of reporters,
reports AP.

It was the last formal step
in the release of the two Ger-
man hostages, ending an eight-
year saga in which nearly 100
foreigners were kidnapped,
most of them by pro-lranian
Shi'ite Muslim groups.

The handover of Heinrich
Struebig and Thomas Kempt-
ner took place in the office of
Prime Minister Rashid Solh at
11:50 am (0850 GMT).

*“The release of the two
German hastages closes the
dark chapter of hostage-taki
in Lebanon for ever,” Solh :

“‘My heart-felt: congratula-
tions at this moment go to the
[reed hostages and my thanks
to all those who exerted eflorts
to win this release, especially
sister Syria and its security
departments.”

Solh expressed his hope
that Lebanon would be able
now “to open a new era of co-
operation with Germany, the
European Community and the
rest of the world.”
