JOHANNESBURG, July 16:
President F W de Klerk on
Tuesday promised to disband
two netorious security units in
a move aimed at bringing the
black opposition movement
back into negotiations with the
government, reports AP

De Klerk's announcement,
released in an Afrikaans-lan-
g.l statement after a day-

ng mecting of Cabinet minis-
ters, was a rcsponse to an in-
dependent commissfon’'s criti-
cism last week of government
inaction on halting violence.

The measures ere expected
to be raised by Pik Botha, the
South African Foreign Minis-

ter, when he speaks at a UN
Security Council meeting this
week aboul ending the wvio-
lence and creating multiracial
democracy in South Africa.

The measures announced by
De Klerk covered three arcas
in which his government was
criticized last week by the
Goldstone Commissions.

De Klerk said he would dis-
band the army's 32 Battalion,
accused of raping and assault-
ing people in the Phola Park
squatter camp earlier this
year, and the Koevoel police
unit. The Koevoet, employed as
trackers during South Africa's
anti-guerrilla war in Namibia,
have been deployed in South
Alrican squatter camps since
Namibia s independence in

1990,

A third unit, the army's 31
Battalion, also was being dis-
banded.

De Kilerk also promised to
ban the carrying of dangerous

weapons in "unres!t areas.”
That presumably would meet a
demand of the African National
Co that Zulus, loyal to
the Inkatha Freedom Party, be
prohibited from carrying their
traditional clubs and spears

during protests,

The announcement also
concerned upgrading security
at black hostels, Much of the
viclence that has claimed
12,000 lives in black town-
ships since 1984 has involved
Inkatha-loyalist Zulus at hos-
tels located in areas loyal to
the ANC. .

The steps announced Tues-
day appear to meet some of
the demands of the ANC,
which cut off talks with De
Klerk's government after the
massacre of at least 42 blacks
on June 17 in the township of
Bolpatong.

Since then, both sides have
engaged in a bitter war of
words.

It had a nostalgic tone
Tuesday night. He said it with
a new twist :

"My name is Jimmy Carter
— and this time I'm glad I'm
not running for president.”

The Democrats welcomed
Carter home. Four years ago in
Atlanta, he made a token con-
vention appearance butl this
time — his third, Madison
Square Garden convention —
he got a roaring reception as a
prophet with honour in his
own party.

There had been bitterness
between then and now.

He was the last Democrat in
the White House and the first
president to be denied a scc-
ond term since Herbert
Hoover. (Gerald Ford had been
an appointed vice president
and an iInterim president,
never elected to national of-

Hee).

Carter was blamed for dou-
ble-digit inflation and for
America's hostage humiliation
in Iran. Edward M. Kennedy
prevailed, Kennedy refused to
shake his hand.

But in the wilderness years,
Carter's prestige was restored
through his own efforts. He
helped build houses for Lhe
poor with his own hands; he

became a friend of the Third
World's {impoverished; he
oversaw foreign elections and
mediated foreign disputes.

He recalled this, proudly, in
his speech to the convention,
and won its applause.

But he had come to settle
some scores with the Reagan-
Bush administrations,

Multiple births boom

CHICAGO : Fertility drugs are contributing to an explosion
of multiple births and the boom is carrying a high price —
more tiny babtes who need intensive medical care, according
to a government study, reports AP.

The new federal study found that from 1972 to 1988
triplet births rose 156 per cent; quadruplet births zoomed
356 per cent; and quintuplets and greater-number sets rose
182 per cent among white US women.

Among blacks, the increases were smaller — ranking [rom

per cent for triplets to 126 per cent I'urlt}rundru Icu —
rnhah]y because relatively fewer blacks can alford costly in-
artﬂn}r treatment, researchers said.

The study excluded twins because are to be covered
in another report, said epidemiologist co-author John L.
Kiely of the National Center for Health Statistics in
Hyattasville, Md. But previous research indicates twins birth
rate rose 33 per cent from 1978 to 1988.

"The good news is that, over time, the infant mortality rate
in higher-order multiple births (triplets and up) has de-
creased . . . at about the same rate as among single births 4
80 per u:nt * Kiely said.
