The United States could sail
away with 120 medals — 26
more than four years ago in
Seoul — with a little luck in
yachting, rowing and other
sports they have been sinking
money and effort into.

The Americans are plan-
ning, at the very least, their
biggest medal haul since a
table-topping 107 in Mexico
City in 1968 — not counting
the Soviet bloc-boycotted 1984
Los Angeles Games. With 783
medals up for grabs, they have
a good chance of leaping past
the still-potent, Russian-led
Unified Team and a united
Germany.

The Soviet Union and East
Germany, before their
economies, political systems
and sports machines broke
down, finished one-two in
1976, '80 and '88. But the
upheaval of the past few years
will be much more apparent
than they were in the smaller
Winter Games, which always
favour the mountainous coun-
tries of Europe.

For all the idealism of the
Olympic Games, Lhey cannot
escape drugs, politics and the
threat of terrorism.
