Kennedy, but watched him be-

newspapers reported Friday,

Lee Harvey Oswald was kept
under constant watch while he
lived in Minsk from 1959 to
1962, and might have been
drugged to make him talkative
in open conversation, Lhe
newspaper lzvestia reported.

Oswald, who married a
Soviet woman, worked in a
Minsk factory and returned to
the United States a [ew
months before Kennedy's 1963
assassination.

The Warren Commission,
which investigated the assassi-
nation, concluded that Oswald,
acting alone, killed Kennedy,
and found no evidence of

Soviet complicity. Bul ques:
tions remain.

lzvestia reported that
Oswald arrived in the Soviet
Unfon on Oct 15, 1969, and
asked the Soviet authorities
the following day for political
asylum. His request was denied
and on the alternoon of Oct
21, when he was due to leave,
Oswald tried to commit sui-
cide by cutting his wrist,
lzvestia said.

After numerous asylum re-
quests, Soviel authorities in
November allowed Oswald to
s temporarily and he was
ozertd to settle in Minsk,
where KGB surveillance would
be easier, the newspaper said.
In the interim, the KGB
watched him and he was given
the code name, "Nalim,” the
Russian word for the burbot
fish.

lzvestia quoted Belarussian
security oflicials as saying the
KGB kept Oswald under a 24-
hour watch, suspecting he was
a foreign spy, but had never
interrogated him directly.
However, it employed
"practically all® methods of
Fathcrln; information, apart
rom using chemicals or drugs,
Izvestia said.

However, the newspaper
also quoted Belarussian KGB
chiefl Eduard Shirkovsky as

ing that “perhaps, some
;:ﬂr- were put into his glass,
the kind of pills to make him
relaxed, more talkative,”

lzvestia also quoted a high-
ranking Belarussian security
oflicials as saying only one or
two people in the state KGB
knew full detafls about the
surveillance operation, which
involved about 20 agents.

The KGB likely bugged
Oswald's apartment, and sent
agents who offered Oswald se-
cret {nformation or engaged
him in anti-Soviet discussions,
Izvestia said. In Minsk, the
KGB used a new code name o
report on Oswald, "Likhoy"™ —
which both means “"the dash-
ing one” in Russian and is an
acronym of Oswald's name.

The KGB also interrogated
Pavel Golovachev, Oswald's col-
league from the Horizon radio
factory in Minsk who was 18 at
the time, and ordered him to
supply Information on Oswald,
Izvestia reported. It was not
clear whether Golovachev
agreed, the newspaper said.
lzvestia said Oswald apparently
suspected that he was under
watch. He and his wife,
Marina, warned their neigh-
bours to be careful about talk-

ing to them.

In the end, the KGB con-
cluded that Oswald was not a
spy. Its representatives also
deny that he was recruited as a
Soviet agent, Izvestia reported.

It said this information
could not be verified, but cited
"experts” as saying Oswald's
KGB dossier No: 3145] was
too bulky agents' dossier usu-
ally consisted of one thin
folder.

The newspaper said Oswald
apparently disliked the Soviet
authorities, and upon leaving
for the United States told a
neighbour: “You can bufld your

Communism rselfl You can-
not even smile like human be-
ings!”
