Jute output on decrease

Absence of rainfall, fair

price discouraging growers

RAJBARI, Aug 9 : The Jute
cultivation in the district has
[afled to achieve its target this

due to non-availability of
tter seeds, lack of timely
rainfall and of fund.

A total of 16,222 acres of
land was earmarked for jute
cultivation in the district dur-
ing the current season. But
only 12,260 acres of land have
been brought under the cult-
vation.

Many farmers could not
prepare their lands for want of
rain and bullock.

An official of the district
Agriculture Extensfon Depart-
ment said that,.farmers could
not cultivate jute for want of
irrigation and rainfall.

Another report says : A total
of 88,227 acres of land has
been brought under aus culti-
vation in four thanas of the dis-
trict during the current sea-
son.
The thanas are : Sadar,
I{allakandi, Gualundo and

Pangsa.

Manikganj says : Jute cultiva-
tion in the district has fallen
short of target this year due to
non-availability of seeds, want
of Irainfall and shortage of capi-
tal.

A total of 11.600 acres ol
land was brought under the
jute cultivation in the district
during the current. But the
farmers could cultivate only
7.350 acres for unavourable si-
tuation.

A source of the District
Agriculture Extension Depart-
ment said that the growers
could not cultivate requisite
jute for want of yimely rainfall.

Meanwhile, our correspon-
dent from Chapainawabganj
reports that the cultivation of
jute in the district has been
decreasing day by day.

During the last seven years,
the production target ol jute
could not be achieved re
though the district is one of
the main jute producing arecas
of the country.

Every year, jute production
fs going down in the district in
the absence of proper patront-
sation by the concerned au-

thority. On the otherhand, the
jute growers have not been
getting fair price of their
products for a log time.

The uncertainty of jute
price has been discouraging

the cultivators in cultiva
fute and instead they are sow-

ing paddy for better propect.

Besides, the government
and non rmment jute pur-
chasing centers in the area
have already been closed. As
aresult, the jute production is
decreasing in the district day
by day.

It can be mentioned here
that once jute was the main
cash crop of our country and
Bangladesh was the largest jute

. producing country in the
worild. But in the absence of
proper patronisation both in
the production and marketing,
the highest foreign exchange
carncr. the golden fire of
Bangladesh is decreasing day
by day.

The concerned authorities
have been urged to take neces-
sary steps to help the normal
cultivation of jute for the in-
terest of the farmers as well as
the greater interest of the

country.

Father, son get life-term

SYLHET, Aug 9: Father and
son have been awarded life-
term imprisonment for killing
one person in Sylhet town, by
M A Quddus, District and Ses-
sions Judge Sylhet, recently.

The prosecution case in
briel is that, on March 6 of
