'Sandinistas plot to
wipe out Contras’

MANAGUA, Aug 22: Human
rights workers and former
Contra commanders say radical
groups backed by the
Sandinista-run police force
and arc assassinating
Contra leaders to wipe out po-
tical opposition, reporis AP.

“The Sandinistas are stmply
cutting off the head of the re-
sistance,"said Mateo Guerrero,
executive director of the
Nicaraguan Association for
Human Rights. “No one Is be-
ing punished. The law does not
exisl.”

Contra rebels, who fought a
nine-year gucrilla war untfl the
Sandinista governmen! was
voted out in 1990, reportedly
have begun rearming out ol
fear.

Some also have taken up
arms again out of [rustration
that land reform and other
promises by President Violeta
Chamorro remain unfulfilled.

They say the only way to
stop the killings is to remove
the military and police from
Sandinista control, but con-
cede this would be hard for
Chamorro to do.

The Sandinistas are still by

"They cannot imagine what
life would be like if they did
have Camp David and they
didn't have all the dinners at
the White House, if they didn't
have all the perks and powers
of the presidency,” Clinton
said. ‘

“The national crowd thinks
it belongs to them”™ he said
“They will say or do anything
to hold on to it.”

Referring to Bush., Clinton
said: "He's personally untrust-
worthy. Who could trust him?
lle promised 15 million jobs
and he's 14 million short.”

"He's a great fear-monger,”
Clinton said. “That's what
they're at, that's what
they know to do — all that stufl
—'we're Americans, {f you're

not with us you're not an
American’ — all that kind of
stufl, that's what theyre good
at.”

In his speech Clinton dis-
missed Bush's call for an

across-the-board tax eut as

Cuba tells UN Council

HAVANA. Aug 22 : Cuba said
on Friday it had complained to
the United Nations Securily
Council about what it called
continuing terrorist activities
against the island "promoted,
encouraged or tolerated” by
the United States, reports
Reuter.

The complaint was made in
a letter delivered this week to
the Council by acting Cuban
ambassador to the UN Carlos
Zamora Rodriguez. the Cuban
news agency Prensa Latina
said It said Zamora cited an in-
cident last July 4 in which a
boat carrying four armed men
penetrated illegally into Cuban
waters from the United States,
with the intention of carrying
out terrorist acts.”

The four members of the
anti-communist Cuban exile
organisation Comandos L, were
later rescued [rom Cuban wa-
ters by a US coast guard cutter
after their own boat broke
down.

US coast guard officials in
Flonda reported the incident
in July.

Zamora said in this letter
the four men were released
the US authorities even tho
arms were found abroad their
boat. He added the group's
leader was a US citizen, Tony
BryantL

The Cuban ambassador also
complained that the US coast
guard entered Cuban waters
without permission from the
Cuban authorities, who were
only informed of the rescue
two hours after it occurred.

Tourists stage sit-1n
in Tibet

HONG KONG, Aug 22:
Stranded on the roof of the
world, 250 angry western
tourists staged a second day of
protests at rnment offices
in Tibet on Saturday, demand-
ing they be allowed to leave,
tour leaders said, report's
Reuter.

“It's really terrible. We're
completely struck here,” said
Pascale Panaux, head of a Bel-
gian tour group, speaking by
telephone from the regional
capital Lhasa.

Problems began on Friday
when tourists from seven ma-
jor tour companies were told
that despite holding confirmed
tickets they could not fly to
neighbouring Nepal — China's
state airline CAAC had over-
booked BOO passengers on a
130-seat plane.

The next flight to Kath-
mandu with some seats avail-
able was to be in a week's time.
Local official suggested the
tourists take the four-day bus
trip to Nepal, tnvolving a 10-
hour walk at the border along a
trail strewn with landslides in
the middle of the rainy season.
The tourists, mostly elderly,
declined.

"We have lawyers and doc-
tors with patients walting.
They will sue us enormously,”
complained Panaux. She said
the groups were likely to miss
their connecting fMights back
to Europe.

The tourists — mainly from
Belgium, France, Germany,
Italy and Spain —took their
anger to the office of Tibet's

governor and staged a sit-in.
Tour leaders who joined the
protest said police came but
there were no incidents. The

governor was out.
Staging the first known

demonstration by foreigners in
the Chinese-ruled region, the
tourists then occupied the Ti-
bet Tourism Bureau and lay
down on the floor of CAAC's of-
fice.

"Fat ltalian ladies were sit
ting on the desk of the direc-
tor of tourism,” said one west-
erner.

Communist China began
opening Tibet to the outside
world in the early 1980s. Con-
tact with the Himalayan land
was largely broken off when
the authorities imposed mar-
tial law to quell pro-indepen-
dence demonstrations in
1989.
