In addition,

scores of media workers have been injured, he added.

The Brussels-based IFJ. which represents more than 300,000
in 64 countries, said it was supporting a mission to

m week to investigate the circumstances in which

two journalists were killed in Croatia.

OIC urges UN
to use military
force in Bosnia

LONDON, Aug 27: The 47-
nation Organisation of Islamic
Conference condemned Serbia
on Wednesday for using “blind
and brutal” force in Bosnia and
urged the United Nations to
consider military action unless

the violence ends, reports
Reuter.

‘It t» well known to all that
the ambitions of Serbian lead-
ers are to substitute a “greater
Serbia” for former Yugoslavia,®
OIC Secretary General Hamid
Algabid told a closed session of
the London International

Conlerence on Yugoslavia,

The OIC groups Muslim na-
tions around the world.

"We ... reject the blind and
brutal use of force aimed at
imposing (Serbia's) sectarian
and nihilistic law in the former
Yugoslavia,® he said in a speech
made available to joumalists.

Israel rules out Palestinian
plan for election

WASHINGTON, Aug 27:
Israclis and Arabs took s ly
opposing stands on land, clec-
tions and settlements as they
hcaded toward the end of a
week of talks characterized by
unusual cordiality, reports AP.

Israel's chiel negotiator on
Wednesday ruled out a
Palestinian plan for electing a
legislative body in the occu-
pied territories as an unac-
ceptable step toward a
Palestinian state.

The Palestinians, in turn,
linked progress in the talks to
rcsolution of the issue of
Isracli settlements in the West
Bank and Gaza, while Syria re-
jected any partial solution to
its demand for the returm of
the Golan Heights.

The current round, the
sixth and by far the most re-
laxed since talks opened in
Madrid last September, will
recess for the weekend after
Thursday's session. The
Israclis and their negotiating
partners-- Jordan, Lebanon,
Syria and the Palestinians-- are
expected o stay in Washington
for about a month.

After a two-hour session
Wednesday, chiel Palestinian
ncgotiator Haidar Abdul Shafi
said "there was no forward'
movement” in Israel's propos-
als for Palestinian self-rule in
the occupied territories. But
they were not being rejected,
he added.

Isracl has put forth a plan to
eclect an administrative council

to oversee the aflairs of the 1.7
million Palestinians in the
lerritlories, except for security
and for foreign allairs matters,
which will remain in Israeli
hands.

Israeli chief negotiator
Elyakim Rubinsterin, speaking
at a news conference, rejected
the Palestinians’ previous pro-
posal for an elected legislature.
"What is not offered.” he said,
“is a legislative council and leg-
islative powers which are tan-
tamount to those of a sovereign
state”.

Palestinian spokeswoman
Hanan Ashrawi said the initial
reaction to the [sraeli plan was
"one of skepticism and of dis-
appointment”.

UN Council
concerns
over Karabakh

UNITED NATIONS, Aug 27:
The Security Council ex-
pressed concern on Wednes-
day at the heavy loss of life and
damage stemming from the
conflict over Nagorno-Kara-
bakh, the mainly Armenian
enclave in Azerbaifjan, and
appealed for an immediate
ceasefire, reports Reuter.

A statement read to re-
porters by Council President Li
Daoyu of China also urged all
parties to cooperate with
peace-making efforts under
the auspices of the Conference
on Security and Cooperation in
Europe (CSCE).

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Anti-foreign violence catastrophe for a civilized society

BERLIN, Aug 27: For many
Germans, recent anti-foreign
rots in the Baltic port of Ros-
tock call to mind the Nazis'
brutal pogrom against the
Jews. Hordes of youthful right-
wing street [ighlers are con-
demned as “storm troopers”,
reporis AP

Though 1992 is a long way
from 1933 and the rhetoric is
overheated, Germans are
pointing to the murderous le-
gacy of the Third Reich.

Daily television news images
of street battles in Rostock
have shocked the country.
Once a proud East German
shipbuiid centre, the city is
economigally depressed after
unification, leaving many young
people unemployed and rest-
less

On Wednesday, rock-throw-

ing neo-Nazi skinheads chant-
ing "Germany for Germans,
Foreigners Out” clashed for a
fifth night with police protect-
ing a refugee centre. Police say
more than 180 police have
been injured and more than
240 rightists have been de-
tained since the violence be-
mi"Hvll.'l.'lﬂrh::l'l Heinsen, the head
of police in Mecklenburg-
Western Pommerania state,
said Wednesday he did not be-
lieve the violence stemmed
from a nationally planned pro-
gramme.

But he said the rioters had
clearly been well-prepared for
the Rostock clashes. They
monitored police radios and
reacted quickly to police tac-
tes.
The refugees, mostly Ro-

manian Gypsies, were moved
two days after the attacks
started Saturday, and police in
other German states said they
were stepping up security at
refugee shelters.

In an embarrassment fto
both the city's municipal au-
thorities and Chancellor Hel-
mut Kohl, hundreds of Rostock
residents came out to applaud
the anti-foreign violence.

Unemployed workers facing
a bleak future have been an-
gered by the government's aid
for refugees, including housing
and financial support.

The violence in Rostock has
heated the debate over how to
handle Germany's influx of
refugees, which this year may
double the 199] record of
266.000. The Interfor Ministry
says that paralleling the

refugee tide has been a dra-
matic jump In the number of
known rightist extremists, and
the number of cases of vio-

lence against foreigners.

After the riolts erupted,

Uwe Jannutsch, a 36-year-old
art teacher, stood in Rostock's
picturesque central square
with a sign rcading, | am a
Rostocker. | am amed.” For
many passersby, Lhe altacks
called to mind the country's
painful Nazi legacy.

IG Medien, the main jour-
nalists and printers union, said
the violence “is a troubling
reminder” of the events of the
Third Reich's infamous 1938
Crystal Night when thousands
of Nazi thugs attacked Jews
and plundered their homes
and businesses.

The country's main Jewish

organization, the Central
Council of Jews in Germany,
said Tues that it was ap-
palled by the throngs of Ros-
tock residents who cheered on
the rightist radicals and neo-
Nazis.

"Support shown, by more
than a thousand onlookers for
the radical rightist storm
troopers was especially offen-
sive,” the 1 said, refer-
ring to Hitler's Nazi militia.
"Onlookers were reminiscent
of the culpable actions of those
who 60 years ago made possi-
ble the emergence of National
Soclalist (Nazi) barbarism.”

Civil rights  activist
Friedrich Schorlemmer said in
an interview with the Neue
Press newspaper of Hanover
that the rioters are attempting
to use “raw violence” to impose

their own version of order on

socicly. "That's how [ascism
started,” Scholemmer said.

Heiner Geissler, a leading
member of Kohl's Christian
Democrats, called the attacks
"a catastrophe for a civilized
society” and eriticized Rostock
residents for their support of
the rioters.

Other politicians deplored
the violence but pres for a

quick tightening of Germany's
liberal asylum laws.

The actual dangers of a
widespread Nazi revival in
Germany are minimal. The
government has been a stable
democ for more than four
decades, while the country's
economy is Europe's richest
and strongest.

Peaceful dissolution of
Czechoslovakia by
year-end

CZECHOSLOVAKIA, Aug 27
Czech and Slovak leaders
agreed late Wednesday on a
timetable to divide up
Czechaslovakia by the end of
the year, reports AP.

The announcement was
made after eight hours of talks
between Czech Premier Vaclav
Klaus and his Slovak counter-
parts Viadimir Meciar in this
Moravian town.

"On Jan |, there will be two
republics, two states,”~ said
Meciar

Klaus told reporters, 1 am
sure we shall be able to form
better relations with Slovakia
than we have now”

The two leaders reached
principal consensus on how to
divide the 74-year-old federa-
bon but sald a sertes of agree-
ments were needed to com
plete the peaceful dissglution
ol Czechoslovakia.

"Today we have taken an-
other step toward the division
of the federation,”~ said
Miloslay Macek, Klaus's deputy
in the Civil Democratic Party.

The agreement on the di-
vorce of the twe constituent

republics is subject to approval
by the federal parliament in
Prague. [t requires a three-
fifths majority, and opposition.
is ltkely to come from the
strong left-wing faction in the
300-scat legislature.

Irreconcilable disputes over
the pace and scope of -
Communist economic
are at the root of the spiit.

Klaus and Meciar agreed
shortly after the country's gen-
eral election in June to divide
the federation iInto two
sovereign republics and spell
out details of the deal by the
end of September.

The two men said
Wednesday that during
September they will submit to
the federal paritament two
crucial constitutional laws for
approval. One will be on the
dissolution of the federation,
the other on the dvision of
powers,

LONDON: Britain's royalty-obsessed Tabloid newspapers on
Wednesday named an old friend of Princess Diana as the male
admirer quoted in a much-publicised telephone “love chat”
attributed to the future queen, reports Reuter.

The newspapers the so-called "Dianagate” tape was
probably genuine and said the man who blew her kisses down
the telephone had to be James Gilbey, a former escort.

Suggestions that Diana is emotionally entan with an-
other man could strike a new blow to pubic co in the
monarchy, already humiliated by newspaper photographs of
the Duchess of York, estranged wife of Queen Elizabeth’s sec-
ond son Price Andrew, in topless frolics with an American
businessman.

The Tabloids said the woman in the 23-minute conversa-
tion was almost certainly princess Diana Glamorous wife of
heir to the throne Prince Charles. The woman is heard saying
her husband "makes her life torture”.

Buckingham palace has said it cannot be sure after listen-
ing to the tape whether the woman is Diana or someone try-
ing to imitate her. The 31-year-old princess has kept silent
over the tape.
