Under the constitution, the
biggest party in parliament has
to form a new Cabinet if the
government steps down. But it
was not immediately clear
whom President Zhelyu Zhclev
will appoint to put together a
new government.

Dimitrov said the govern-
ment had to seek a vote of
confidence because Bulgaria
could not continue with
