NEW YORK, Nov,6 : The US
World Cup soccer team got an
encouraging prediction for
their chances in the 1994
tournament from the Ileg-
endary Pele on Thursday, re-
ports Reuter.

"l think the US team is go-
ing to be one of the surprise
teams,” Pele said at a promo-
tional appearance for the
launching of a new business
venture designed to help pro-
mote soccer in this country
before and after the 1994
World Cup tournament.

"l think the team that is
playing right now has a 50 per
cent chance to make the sec-
ond round,” Pele said. He was,
however quick to add, "I'm
not talking about them win-
ning the tournament.”
