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BOMBAY, Jan 14: Daytime
curfews were lifted in riot-hit
neighbourhoods of Bombay to-
day as an uneasy calm pre-
vailed in the shell-shocked
metropolis after a week of
fierce Hindu-Muslim violence,
reports AFP.

Sporadic clashes continued
in the city's distant suburbs
over night and into early today
but no casualties were re-
ported by police, who de-
scribed the situation as "tense
but calm.”

11‘ Local press reports mean-
while increased the death toll
from the violence which broke
out January 5 to between 620
and 650, as the figure released
by Police Commissioner Srika-
nth Bapat stayed at 158.

The overstretched fire
brigade said it responded to
47 minor fires in suburban dis-
tricts overnight. Muslim hom-
es and businesses were at-
tacked by Hindu arsonists but
the fires were quickly doused.

Uneasy calm prevails in Bombay

The police control room
said the situation was "more or
less peaceful” as army and
paramilitary reinforcements
continued to be deployed in
trouble spots in the western
Indian city of 12 million peo-
ple, Indfa's financial capital.

"We it remains calm
like this,” an official said, al-
though he noted that there
was “still a lot of tension.”

The authorities, who on
Wednesday proclaimed the
worst was over, ordered 12-
hour curfew breaks Thursday
in 14 of 22 areas where resi-
dents have been confined in
barricaded homes since
January B.

Residents in the eight other
neighbourhoods were enjoying
six-hour respites from curfew
uniil noon, and thousands
poured out of their homes to
shop for food and other essen-
tial items as security forces
kept watch.

Municipal authorities took
advantage of the calm to pre-

for a cleanup of the debris
eft by mobs who sacked and
set fire to scores of houses,
shops and vehicles.

More taxis and buses were
visible on the streets than in
previous day, but many of
Bombay's usually bustling areas
still wore a deserted look.

Banks and government of-
fices remained shut even in
areas where curfews were re-
laxed. Trading remained sus-
pended on the Bombay stock
exchange, India's premier
share market, and schools re-
mained closcd.

Officials said 600 primary
schools located in Llrouble
spots where ncarly 400,000
students study would not re-
open "until further orders.”

As troops secured llindu
temples and Muslim mosqucs
against possible attacks, reli-
gious lcaders appcaled for
communal harmony.

"Any religion worth its
name stands for love. There is
no room for the venom of vio-

lence,” five Christian bishops
said in a joinl slatcment.

Syedna Mohammad Burhan-
uddin, leader of the Muslim
Bohra sect, urged people to
show the "utmost patience and
tolerance.” _

"All of us belong to one
country, whatever one's reli-
gion or belicl,” he said in a
statement. "It is in the best in-
terest of the country that we
all live in complete harmony.”

Officials have described the
violence as a (allout of tensions
stemming [rom the December
6 destruction of the 16th cen-
tury Babri Mosque in Ayodhya
town by llindu zcalots.
