Khondkar Mahbub Hossain,
chief defence counsel for de-
posed President H M Ershad
in the Janata Tower Case, yes-
terday said that the prosecu-
tion could not adduce any evi-
dence suggesting his client
had pressurised the Rajuk au-
thorities to allot plots (o
Sukkur Pradhan and others in
the Kawran Bazar Commercial
Area, reports BSS.

"My client only made a rec-
ommendation on the basis ol
the lawful claim of Sukkur
Pradhan and others and also
on humanitarian consideration
since they were suflfering,” he
told the Special Judge's court
trying Ershad, his wile and 18

others. The accused included

former minister M A Sattar
and former Chairman of Rajuk
M Rahmatullah.

The argument began on

Janata Tower Case

Prosecution failed to adduce
evidence involving Ershad: DC

Tuesday, after several months
of hearing in which 35 prose-
cution witnesses made their
depositions.

Sukkur Pradhan and 12
others who claimed them-
selves as “affected persons’
due to land acquisition, prayed
to Ershad for allotment ol
plots after being denied by
Rajuk, defence lawyers earlier
stated. The prosecution casc
was that Ershad, by misusing
his official position, had or
dered Rajuk to allot 2 bigha 2
katha land in the KCA lo
Sukkur Pradhan and others
who were not eligible for such
allotment and thereby causcd
Rajuk a financial loss to the
tune of Taka 5,48,70,900.

In presenting his argu-
ments for the second day,
Khondkar Mahbub said the
prima facie case was that

—
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Sukkur Pradhan and others are
allected persons as they have
been included in the awardee
list, a fact also stated by a
prosecution witness. He fur-
ther said no witness had testi-
ficd that the allotment was
wrongful.

Khondkar Mahbub said evi
dence proved that Sukkur
Pradhan and others partici
pated in an auction held in
1985 for plots in the KCA in
which Pradhan became the
highest bidder. The counsel
said his client, in his recom-
mendalion, mentiened thesc
two aspects of the applicants —
the highest bidder in the auc-
tion and also as an allected
person. Recommendations for
such cases should nol be con-
strued as a crime, he observed.

Referring to the loss sus-
tained by Lhe Rajuk due to the
allotment of plots to Sukkur
I'radhan and others (all ac-
cused in this case), counsecl
Hossain said such claim is
‘fictitious’. There is no docu-
mentary evidence to prove that
accusation, he added.

Khondkar Mahbub stated
that the Rajuk fulfilled all for-
malities in making the allot-
ment. It even sought the opin-
jon of Barrister Ziaur Rahman
Khan, MP, Lhe organization's
legal adviser. If the legal ad-
viscr had done anything
wrong, he should have been
rcmoved by now, he said,
adding Khan continues to be in
the payroll of the Rajuk.

At this stage, Allorney
Gencral Aminul Haq inter-
vened and said the legal opin-
jon was sought after the allot-
menl was made.

Second Additional Judge
and Special Judge Md
Ansaruddin Sikder, who was
presiding over the court, ob-
served that "by seeking legal
opinion the Rajuk Chairman
had shown that he was wcll
aware of the legal aspects ol
the transaction; then why did
he (Rahmatullah) not tell the
President of the legal impedi-
ment in the transaction?” the
judge asked. -

Although Hossain is the
counsel for Ershad, he, how-
ever, sought the econsent of the
other defence lawyers to
touch upon their clicnt's case.
Khondkar Mahbub said
Rahmatullah fulfilled all
formalities, but he could have
made some mistakes.

The delence counsel said
his client should not be held
responsible for recommending

‘the allotment of plots as per
Rajuk rules. About the unusual |

haste in making this particular
allotment, as pointed by the
prosecution, Ershad’s counsel
said since it was the recom-
mendation of the President,
who was the most powerful
man in the country, things

were done promptly. "There |

was nothing unusual,” he
added.

Regarding concealment of
the actual identity of Begum
Raushan Ershad in connection
with the Janata Publishing
Limited and procurement of
plots, Hossain said she had
done so deliberately and pur-

poscly to avoid influencing the
authorities.

He said this was unheard of |

in developing ecountries, and
the act speaks of the good in-
tention of the former First

Khondkar Mahbub said the
prosecution also could not es-
tablish that there was collusion
between his client and the
Rajuk to obtain pecuniary ben-
elit for himself or others.

The argument remained in-
complete when the court ad-
journed for the day to mect
today. Yusuf Hossain Humayun
assisted Khondkar Mahbub.
