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Nebiolo's plea
to Clinton

BUFFALO, New York, July 6:
World University Games olli-
cials on Monday appealed di-
rectly to President Clinton to
allow 79 student athletes from
Libya to compete in the multi-
sport event, which begins on
Thursday, reports Reuter.

In a letter to President
Clinton; International Univer-
sity Sports Federation (FISU)
president Primo Ncebiolo asked
that Clinton intervene on
behalf of the Libyans, who have
been denied visas to enter the
United States.

"When Buflalo presented its
bid to our international federa-

tion to organise the Games, we |

were: assured by the United
States government that all
competitqrs at the Games
would receive [ree entrance to
the United States. At that
time, we had complete confi-
dence that nothing would im-
pede the organisers from hon-

ouring this guarantce, espe- .

cially considering the country
from which it came,” Nebiolo's
letter read.

"Two days ago, 79 students
from Libya were refused entry
into the United States to par-
ticipate in these Games on the
grounds that Libyan citizens
are not authorised to spend
money in the United States.

"As the international organ-
isation governing university
sport in the world, we are
ready to pay any and all ex-
penses- of these 79 students
during their stay in the United
States,” continued the letter
from Nebiolo, who in addition
to his FISU post is president ol
the International Amateur
Athletic Federation.

Because of economic sanc-
tions imposed against Libya in
1986 and after the 1988
bombing of Pan Am flight 103
over Lockerbie, Scotland, the
Libyan goyernment may not
spend money in the United
States without a licence from

the Treasury Department.

The State Department rec-
ommended against granting
such a licence to the Libyan
athletes, and without the li-
cence, no US visas can be is-
sued.

With Monday's letter,
Nebiolo has attempted to go
over the heads of the State and
Treasury Department oflicials.

"I would very respectiully
ask you, Mr President, to con-
sider giving the appropriate
instructions so that all young
people, regardless of their
country of origin, may be
granted free entry to the
Unitged States in order to par-
ticipate in what amounts to a
great celebration ol friendship
in your country.

"I would be grateful, Mr
President, if you would resolve
this particular problem ol the
visas for the Libyan students,”
added Nebiolo, who concluded
with an invitation for Clinton
to visit Bulfalo during the
Games.

More than 6,000 athletes
from an estimated 135 naftions
are expecled to compele at
the World University Games,
which run through July 18.

The Daily Times of Zambia did
not source the figure.

But the damaged cars,
packed outside the stadium
were stoned as owners wal-
ched the game Iin which a
reconstituted Zambian team
beat Moroceo 2-1.

It was the team's first in-
ternational match alter it was
reconsiructed to replace the
18 players who died in a plane
crash ofl the coast of Gabon on
April 27.

Vehicle owners' excitement
at seeing Zambia beat Morocco
2-1, turned into shock and
disbeliel when they found, al-
ter the match, their cars has
been smashed by riotous fans,

Most of the vehicles had
their radios, spare tyres and
other items stolen. :

At least three pecople were
reported to have been in|Jurrd
during the [racas which forced
authorities to re-enforce the
regular police controlling the
area, with paramilitary and riot
police.

To ensure order and secu-
rity, the football match organ-
isers did not allow motlorists to
drive into the stadium car
park, forcing them to park just
outside the stadium.

A local newspaper reporter
at the scene said the riotous
fans, mainly youths with no
tickets, went on the rampage,
smashing windows of packed
cars, after police refused them
passage to a hill overlooking
the stadium.

Many who fail to secure en-
try inside the stadium usually
watch the game from there.

reports AFP.

"It is unbelievable that | am
no more the world number
one,” he said, expressing his
shock at the decision by the

Professional Squash
Association [PSA).

The 24-year-old Pakistiani,
who held the top ranking for
14 months, was unaware that
the PSA board at its head.quar-
ters in Cardfflf had dec:posed
him for pulling out of three
tournaments within six
months.

Australian Chris Dittmar,
whom Jansher Khan defeated
in 11 successive finals, has
been promoted om technical
grounds te number one posi-
tion in the latest ranking list.

Khan had last withdrawn
from the French Open in April
when he went home to see his
mother, who had suffered a
heart attack.

Jansher has suffered just
one defeat this year, winning
five other major events of the
1993 world squash calendar.

"Roger Eady (PSA executive
director] told me just a couple
of days back that | am world
number one in the new rank-
ings,” Khan remarked in an in-
terview published here
Tuesday. "Now you tell me | am

not. This is confusing,” he
added.

Mohibullah; Jansher's elder
brother and coach, alleged that
Khan was discriminated
against. '

"They gave my brother a
zero score in the French Open
because he is a Pakistani. The
case would have been different
if an Australian, or of any other
player was involved.”
