cooking accessories.

Because Lhey are patronised
by fricnds in diffcrent countries,
and the Romanian missions,
they carry with them, small
cash.

"Most of the times we sleep
under the sky,” they said and
added. on an.average the couple
walks 12 hours a day, covering
aboyt 40 km.

"We have to walk across the
continents to draw the attention
of the people and tell them that
we have come with the mes
of peace, rMendship and under-
standing on behalfl of the
Romanian people, said Stefan
who is an electronic engineer.

they said.
