Meanwhile, the leaders of the
mainstream opposition parties
expressed their concern over
the severe crisis arising out of
the conflict between the admin-
istrative and non-administra-
tive cadre service officers, in-
cluding the professionals.

Govt-Prokrichi talks today

The opposition leaders,
while talking to The Daily Star
on the issue. called upon the
government to begin negotia-
tions with the government of-
ficlals concerned immediately
and resolved the problem on
an emergency basis.

The non-administrative civil
servants and the professionals,
including the engineers, agri-
culturists and doctors, have
been agitating since last April
to press home their 17-point
charter of demands for admin-
istrative reforms.

Awami League (AL) General
Secretary Zillur Rahman, while
giving his reactions, told this
correspondent that the gov-
ernment should take necessary
steps immediately to avert a

Jail Killing
Day today

The Awami League (AL) ob-
serves the jail killing day today.

Four key leaders of the party
were killed at the Dhaka
Central Jail in the early hours
of November 3. 1975 — seventy
nine days after the killing of
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman on
August 15 the same year.

All the four leaders — Syed
Nazrul Islam, Tajuddin Ahmed.
Captain Mansur Ali and AHM
Kamruzzaman — served the
country’'s provisional govern-
ment in India during the
Nation's War of Independence in
1971 as Acting President, Prime
Minister, Finance Minister And
Home Minister respectively.

Sheikh Mujibur Rahman was
in a Pakistani jail during the
War.

The four leaders were killed
during the presidency of
Khandaker Mushtagque Ahmed,

Syndicate forms probe body

Strike paralyses DU

The Dhaka University re-
mained closed y as the
teachers, students and staff ob-
served a strike protesting
Monday's armned violence on the
campus which left one student
killed and three employees in-
jured.

The University Syndicate, at
an emergency meeting yester-
day morning, formed an eight-
man body to probe the incident.

The responsibility of police
investigation was shifted to the
Detective Branch (DB} from the
Ramna police last evening.
Earlier a case was lodged with
Ramna police accusing 11 per-
sons of their involvement in the
incident.

Jinnatul islam Jinnah, 25,
an MA student of the Food and
Nutrition Department and a

central leader of the
Jatiyatabadi Chhatra Dal (JCD),
was shot dead and three uni-
versity employees — Abdus
Sattar. 55, Haider Ali, 30, and
Abdul Alim — réceived severe
bullet wounds when a group of
gunmen, reportedly belonging
to a faction of the JCD, fired
indiscriminately at an office
room of the Registrar's
Building Monday morning.

Witnesses said, Jinnah was
the target of the armed goons
who chased him before firing.

Both witnesses and the in-
vestigating police team observed
that Jinnah was murdered be-
cause of in-fighting inside the
JCD.

clash again: 30 hurt

CHITTAGONG, Nov 2: Over
30 people including five police
personnel were reportedly in-
jured today in a clash that took
place between police and sev-
eral hundred processionists at
Dhiginala under Khagrachhari
hill district.

Most of the injured were
admitted to the Dhiginala hos-
pital. Among them, the condi-
tions of two police men were
stated to be critical.

A tense situation was pre-
vailing at Dhiginala since the
clash while riot police had be-
gun patrolling the spot immedi-
ately after the incident, officials
sources sald.

Today's clash, the second in
four days, erupted when some
processionists allegedly at-
tacked on duty police men with
lethal weapons and also stoned
them.

But the situation turned vio-
lent when police resorted to
lathi-charge to dMsperse - the
processionists belonging to the
Pahari Chhatra Parishad (Hilly
Students’ Council), sources
added.

Some hundreds of support-
ers of the Pahari Chhatra
Parishad brought out a proces
sion at 2 pm wielding sticks to
welcome those who were re-
leased today from police cus-
tody, as per a decision taken in
Monday's peace meeting held at

the Khagrachhari circuit house.

Officials alleged that the
supporters of the Paharl
Chhatra Parishad unleashed
the violence without any provo-
cation despite an understand-
ing reached Monday not to hold
any rallies or processions in
Khagrachhart district for a
month. They also alleged that
some processionists went on a
rampage at Kabakali village of
Dhiginala thana damaging
shops and houses owned by
non-tribal people.
