wildfire, one 1in a series of
blazes that have destroyed

200,000 acres (81,000 hectares)
and infured nearly 200 people

I'm grateful to all the firefight-
ers, for their extraordinary ef-
forts in saving so mpany people’s
lives,” the star of the 1970 hit
movie "Love Story” said in a
statement released through her
publicist.

But many celebrity homes,
including the 100 mansions in
the exclusive Malibu Colony,

were spared.

Two hundred houses were
inftfally reported destroyed in
the blaze. That number rose
Thursday to 350 structures,
most of them houses, as fire-
fighting teams continued a
sireet-by-street search of areas
where flames had been doused.

+ "A lot of times when the fire
is going on, it's hard to tell
whether one or two homes were

focused Thursday on the hot
spots around Frenwood in
Topanga Canyon.

Forecasters weren't expect-
ing a return of the hot, dry
Santa Ana winds from the
deserts northeast of Los Angeles
