MOGADISHU, Nov B : Gen
Mohamed Farrah Aideed
warned US troops not to return
to the streets of Mogadishu,
saying Sunday that their pres-
ence could violate a 4-weck-old
cease-fire with foreign troops,
reports AP,

“There is no need to deploy
US troops on the streets of
Mogadishu. That may be
provocative,” Aideed told a news
conference. “| cannot see any
reason for the massive deploy-
ment. Mogadishu is calm.”

“Painful memories of US
massacres are still fresh in the
Svmal prople. The US govern-
ment will bear the full respon-
sibility” for trouble that
may break out, he said.

US reinforcements — army
troops on the ground, marines
still at sea — poured into

Somalia after an October 3 fire-
fight. Their main mission is to
protect US and foreign troops.
but officials say they also will
keep roads open and put pres-
sure on bandits.

Prestident Clinton refterated
that position on Sunday, saying
on NBC's “Meet the Press” that
“our young soldiers there can-
not be expected to just sort of
hunker down and stay behind
walls. That almost puts them at
greater risk.”

Aideed, accused of launching
attacks that have killed dozens
of peacekeepers since June 5,

told the United Nations to get
oul ol Somalia. He says the

humanitarian effort has disin

tegrated into a bloody military
campaign against his people
with no chance of reconcilia

tion.

“They know that any attack
on South Korea is an attack on
the Uniled States,” Clinton said
in a Sunday interview on the
NI3C ielevision programme
"Moot The Press.”

When asked if he would al-
low North Korea to build a nu-
clear bomb, as has been
claimed, Clinton said:

"North Korea cannot be al-
lowed to develop a nuclear
bomb. We have to be very firm
about 1. This is a difficult mo-
ment  in our rt:lntinnlhlp with

them and | think a difficult
moment for them. They're one
ol the most — perhaps the most
isolaled country in the world.
with enormous economic prob-
lems, trying to decide what di-

rection o take now, sometimes
scoeming to reach out to South
Korca, sometimes seeming to
draw back.

I spend a lot of time on this
issuc. Ii's a very, very major is-
suc. We have got to stop the
prolifcration of nuclear
weapons, and particularly North
Korea nceeds to stay in the con-
trol regime,. They don't need to
wilhdraw.

“"Now, there is a lot of dis-
agreement about what we
should do now. | just want to
assure you and the American
prople that we are doing every-
thing we possibly can to make
Lthe best decisions, to be firm in
Lhis.

AMMAN. Nov 8: Jordanians
voted nationwide Monday in the
first multiparty polls since 1956

Early turnout was light in
Amman, Campaign workers, in-
cluding children in paper hats
and T-shirts emblazoned with
slogans, accosted voters nearing
polling places, which opened at
7 a.m (0500 GMT).

The turnout was heavier in
rural areas. In the southern city
of Maan, officials said 70 to 80
per cent of the registered voters
had cast their ballots at some
stations two hours after the vot-
ing began.

First returns were expected
late Monday, complete but
unofficial results will not be
available until Tuesday.

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MOSCOW, Nov B8: Boris
Yeltsin s justified in avoiding
early presidential elections be-
cause they might weaken his
authority in the critical period
after Russia’'s new constitution
takes effect, a senior aide said
Sunday, reports AP.

Sergei Stankevich's com-
ments, made to Interfax news
agency, echoed those of other
high-ranking presidential advis-
ers who have urged that early
presidential elections be can-
celled. They argue that Russia
needs political stability instead
of f ent balloting.

Yeltsin told Russian news-
paper editors Saturday that he
_was against early presidential

elections, which he had set for
June 12. The president said he
wants to stay in office until his
five-ycar term expires in 1996,
and would not seck reclection.

Critics say the new plan
breaks a promise to the
Russian people and smacks of
authoritarian rule.

In Washington, however, the
Clinton administration re-
mained firm in its support lor
Yeltsin.

STOCKHOLM, Nov 8: Thie
ves lowered themseives from the
roof of the Museum of Modern
Art and stole paintings valued
at 52 million dollar and a statue
by Picasso, muscum officials
said Monday, reports AP.

A security guard detected
the break-in Monday morning
and called police, who believe
the crime took place during the
night, museum offlicials said
There was no explanation of
why the alarms did not go off or
were not heard.

The thieves stole "eight of the
museum s most Iimportant
works, five paintings and a
statue by Picasso and two
paintings by Georges Bragques,”
museum spokeswoman Eva-

Lena Lidman said.

The paintings were part of
the museum's permanent exhi-
bition and are valued at 500
million kronor.

6 killed in
Nagaland
bomb blast

NEW DELHI. Nov 8: A power-
ful bomb exploded at a railroad
station in remote northeastern
India Monday, killing at ledst
six people and wounding 35
others, United News of India
said, reports AP.

Ne one immediately claimed
responsibility for the blast at
Dimapur in the state of
Nagaland.

The eastern border state is
the base of a guerilla movement
by Naga tribesmen who want to
create an independent home-
land in parts of |ndia and
Myanmar.

It also is the scene of a
genocidal feud between the
Nagas and Kuki tribes. About
300 civilians have been killed in
the past year in the war be-
tween the two tribes.

CAIRO, Nov B: Libya has
askced Switzerland to try two
suspects in the bombing of Pan
Am Flight 103, but the est
falls short of Western demands
and 1s not likely to affect the
United Nations vote Monday on
tougher sanctions, reports AP.

Washington and London
demand that the suspects be
tricd cither in the United States
or Britain. Libya has previously
suggesied Switzerland as a trial
venue, but the Swiss foreign
ministry has said it sees no rea-
son why the trial should be held
Lthere. '

Ibrahim Legwell, a Libyan
lawyer heading the suspect's
defence team, told the
Associaled Press on Sunday
that the Libyan Foreign
Ministry contacted Swiss au-
thorities on October 27 to ask
that country to try the suspects.

Nepal fines

KATHMANDU, Nov 8: Ncpal
has fined a British climbing
team 100,000 dollar for sending
too many people up Mount
Everest, the Tourism Ministry
sald on Sunday, reports Reuter.

Under new regulations that
went into effect in September no
expedition to the world's highest
mountain can have more than
seven fo members.

The British team which in-
cluded noted actor Brian
Blessed, had 14 members.
Seven hoped to cimb Everest
and seven planned to go up
Mount Lhotse, its linked neigh-
bour whose flanks are the usual
beginning of the climb up
Everest.

Before the 14 climbers left
Kathmandu expedition leader
Stephen Bell told Reuters he
thought it would be all right.

The Daily Mirror. whose masthead slogan boasts "Ho-nesty.”
published three of the sneak pictures of Diana, 32, in skintight
cycling shorts and leotard lying on her back on an exercise ma-

chine.

On Sunday, its weekly sister paper. the Sunday Mirror, pub-
lished five of the nearly identical close-up pictures. It said they
were taken at the LA Fitness Club at Isleworth west London.

Diana, in a statement Issued by her lawyers, thanked law-
makers and other newspapers for condemning the “gross intru-
sion” into her privacy by the two newspapers.

“The Princess of Wales has noted with distress and a deep
sense of outrage that without her knowledge or consent, per-
sonal photographs of her were taken by means of a hidden
camera,” sald solicitor Misho-con de Reya.

“The Princess’s advisers are for their part considering what
legal action may be appropriate.” he said.

Home Secretary Michael Howard.sald publication of the
photographs was “thoroughly deplorable.” The government will
consider legislation to make invasion of privacy by the press il-

legal, he said.

RIO DE JANEIRO: Given a choice of listening to Madonna or
obeying the Roman Catholic Church, more than 120,000 fans
voted with their feet. packing the Maracana soccer stadium to
hear her rock the socks off Rio, reports AP,

"I love Rio,” Madonna told the crowd in Portuguese as she
transformed the world's largest outdoor arena into a giant block

party Saturday night.

The city's Roman Catholic Archdiocese had condemned the
pop star's presence and urged Catholics not to go to the
"shameless exhibition of eroticism and depravity."

Its warnings appeared to have little effect. Officially, 120.000
fans attended the "Girlie Show" concert, but organisers said up

to 150.000 were actually présent.

"It was like a giant block party with everyone singing and
dancing in harmony," said concert-goer Larry Shapiro.

Blocked by a Rio court from using the Brazilian flag in her
show, Madonna instead draped herself in the Flamengo soccer

club flag for several songs.

The audience, accustomed to cheering on Brazil's most popu-
lar sports team, roared its approval.

Rio’s Juvenile Court had raised the minimum age for those
attending the show from 10 to 14 — but one fan said gatekeep-
ers at the stadium did not check anyone's 1D for age.

Jewish road blockade
paralyses WB, Gaza

JERUSALEM.,” Nov B8;:
Thousands of Jewish settlers
blocked highways throughout
the occupied lands with burn-
ing tires and stone barricades
Monday to protest the killing of
one of their own by Palestinian
gunmen, reports AP.

Two Palestinian motorists
were wounded by shots appar-
ently fired by settlers near a
West Bank roadblock, the army
sald.

The barricades in 49 loca
lions paralysed the occupled
West Bank and Gaza Strip
during morning rush hour
keeping most Palestinlans con-
fined to their towns and vil
lages,

Israeli troops didn't interfere
with the settlers and instead
ordered Palestinian drivers to
turn back

The carefully planned protest
began at 4:30 am (0230 GMT)
and roadblocks were removed
three hours later. It marked the
second time in nine days that
settlers blocked highways
throughout the occupied lands
to protest the killing of a settler,

Settler leader Url Ariel said
Monday they would escalate
their protests. “We have a lot
more things to do until Yitzhak
Rabin stops being prime minis-
ter,” Ariel told the Associated
Press.

Health Minister Haim
Ramon, a dove in Rabin’'s gov-
ernment, accused the settlers of
exploiting grief over the killing
for their political agenda —
trying to derail the Israel-PLO
agreement on Palestinian au-

tonomy.
