Irrigation work in cropfields
and production in mills and
factories are being hampered
due to faulty power supply.

Anti-social activities are on
risc at the town as most areas
ol the town plunges into dark-
ness at night. Due to voltage
fluctuation refrigerators and
television sets often go out of
order.

Students are Lhe worst sul-
[crers due lo frequent power
[aflure. The [armers are unable
to husk their paddy and crush
wheat in the mills for want of
power supply. Many of the
clectricity pﬂ}rﬁ at the town
have no bulbs.

The electricity supply system
under 14 Town Power Develop-
ment Projects 1s not satisfac
lory

The urban consumers who
get the power supply from the
Goalpara Power Distribution
Plant alleged that they are not
getling power supply regularly.

While replying to the allega
tons brought against the Power

Station, the aulhorities told
UNB that they arc not getling
sufTicient supply from Jhenidah
power house,

Diarrhoea kills

7 lives
DMarrhoea claimed seven
lives and attacked over a thou-
sand others in four thanas of
the district during the last
month, oflicial sources said.

The unoflicial sources, how-
ever, said, 15 people died and
more than two thousand were
attacked by the deadly discase
during the same period.

District Civil Surgeon office
sources said the disease broke
out in the district in the first
week of the last month adding
Kalkini thana is the worst af-
fected area where four people
died and 622 others were af-
fected.

oflicial sources said.

Erratic power supply hits
output in fields, mills

Mosquito menace in the
pourashava area has assumed
an alarming proportion causing
untold suffering to the town
residents.

Stagnant water in the road
side ditches, derelict ponds and
heaps of garbages have become
the ideal breeding centres of
mosquitoes.

Lack of proper drainage sys-
tem in the poura arca is the
main cause of water stagnation.
The drains are filled with filths
and garbages polluting the
environment. In the absence of
adequate dustbins garbages are
being dumped here and there
giving rise to mosquito menace.

Swudent are the worst suf-
ferers. 4t is impossible on the
part of a student to prepare his
lesson in his house after sun-
down without the help of
mosquito net. The sium people
who have no capacity to buy
mosquilo nets have been pass-
ing their nights in great dis-
tress.

The residents have urged the
concerned authorities to take
cffeetive measures to combat
the mosquito menace without
further delay.
