‘I just find that very ungra-
cious of people,” said McGeogh,
who added that he had left his
invitation on the table and
walked out with his wife "into
the night."

Baird said McGeogh should
have been on stage and invited
to make a speech instead of
being relegated to the floor.

Valder, who as an ynpaid
volunteer helped attract corpo-
rate sponsorship for the bid,
warned Fahey in his letter that
his behaviour could threaten
his leadership.

‘Since you returned from
Monte Carlo, you've been seen
as nothing more or less than a
fool," Valder said in the letter,
which he comfirmed writing.
