"1 'm incredibly happy to end
the year like this," the world's
No 1 woman player said after a
6-1. 6-4, 3-6. 6-1_ victory over
Arantxa Sanchez Vicario. "It
couldn't be any better.”

The title, her first at Madison
Square Garden since 1989, was
worth dirs 250,000, raising her
women's séason-record total to
dirs 2,753837 and boosting her
career total to more than dirs
13 million. it was her 79th ca-

reer singles title, tying her with
Hall of Famer Mz.rgnn:i Court.

Graf was simply overpower-
ing. Her big served set up easy
points.” Her feared forehand

zipped deep into the corners.
She repeatedly left Sanchez
Vicario standing flatfooted on
the baseline as the ball went
whizzing by.

"From the beginning. | was
able to take control of the
points,” Graf said. "] tried to be
as aggressive as [ conld. and it
worked well.”

What also helped was the
_long. tough » road Sanchez

Vicario took to reach the final of
this season- ending tourna-
ment. She had a 2 1/2 -hour
semifinal Saturday before beat-
ing Mary Pierce, and earlier
needed three sets, including two
tiebreakers, to eliminate Jana
Novotna in three minutes short
of three hours.

She also played two rounds
in the doubles, losing a tight
three-setter in the semifinals
Thursday night.

"l feel a little tired,” said
Sanchez. Vicario, who was
treated by the trainer and
examined by tournament doc-
tors during two changeovers. "I
played a lot of tennis the last
few days. I'm not disappointed.
