Shortage of doctors is also
another problem. Some thana
health complexes are running
without doctors for a long time.
In the absence of physicians,
compounders and other staff
are engaged in malpractices.

The doctors posted in the ru-
ral areas are reluctant to dis-

I charge their duties and they are

found busy to get transfer else-
where in town areas.

Everyday. a good number of
patients coming from far flung
areas to the thana health com-
plexes for treatment are to go
back disappointed due to lack
of proper treatment and medi-
care facilities.

It is alleged that doctors
without attending the patients
at the health complexes are
found busy with their private
practice

The physicians of the thana
complex and union health cen-
tre are also sald to be unwiling
to attend the out-door patients
due to non-availability of
medicines

People have urged the au-
thorities concerned to look into
the matter and do the needful
to redress the sufferings of the
patients

Diarrhoea claims
3 more lives
in Sirajganj

SIRAJGANJ, Nov 28! Diar:
rhoea claimed three fidre lives
and attacked some 267 others
during the last 24 hours in the
district, official sources said on
Tuesday, reports UNB.

With' this, the death figure
during the last 22 days rose to
50. Unofficial count, however,
put the death toll at 61,

A total of 8,263 people were
attacked by the diSease during
the same period while unofficial
sources said the figure is much
higher.

The dead were identified as
Tulu, 10, of Nobannyapara in
Ullapara, Ibrahim Hossain, 27,
of Gopalpur in Belkuchi and
Abdul® Kayum Khan, 30, of
Alokdia in Sadar thana.

Meanwhile diarrhoea situa-
tion in Ullapara and Kazipur
has improved, the civil sur-
geon's office said. Raiganj is
now being treated as the worst'
hit area of the district.

Ctivil surgeon's office also

said that death rate from diar-
rhoeal diseases has dropped
