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PDB realises Tk 400cr

Energy and Mineral Re-
sources Minister Dr Khandaker
Mosharraf Hossain yesterday
called u the Power Devel-
opment (PDB) offictals to
sustain the present{ trend of re-

duting system loss and
revenue collection to

enhancing
keep up its image and viability,

reports BSS.

The energy minister was ad-
dressing the concluding day of
the two-day revenue meeting of
the PDB officials at WAPDA
buiiding in the eapital.

" The minister was informed
that PDB had realised Taka 400

crore as revenue in last four -

months from July to October
against the of Taka 1578
crore fixed for current fiscal
year.

The minister was further in-
formed that the distribution
system loss of electricity in PDB
had been reduced to 24.04 per
cent in October '93 from 25.16
per cent in October 92 while it
was 28 .98 per cent in October
‘91 .and 41.94 per cent in July
91.

He was also informed that
the combined system loss in
power sector as a whole had
come down (o 36.49 per cent in
October ‘93 from 37.48 per cent
in October '92 while it was
42.04 per cent in October 91
and 42.49 per cent in August
'91.

"Electricity is the main driv-
ing lorce of overall developgent

of the country,” Mosharral Hos-
sain said, adding “we have to
increase the generation capacity
of elettricity to help achieve
self-rellance of the couniry.

He urged the officials to
achieve the ‘target of develop-
ment in power sector by prop-
erly implementing the inspec-
tion manual and the incentive
and punishment scheme Intro-
duced by the government. He
also emphasised the need for
proper and smooth implemen-
tation of Electricity Act '93
amended by the Jatiya Sangsad
in its current session.
