| first met late Mr. M. R_ Siddigi in
1971 in Washington D.C. He
was, then, heading the
Bangladesh Mission set up by
the government in exile to
lobby for the support of the
government and the people of
the United States. | was
profoundly impressed by him.
Gentle, soft-spoken and
knowledgeable, he appeared
o possess the very qualities
needed for successful
diplomacy. This was the
beginning of a rewarding

acquaintance.

Bangladesh at war with
Pakistan was not recognised
by the United States.

Henry Kissinger received us

The
reason for our policy of tilr
towards Pakistan was that we
were engaged in very important
and delicate negotiations with
China and Pakistan's
assistance in these
negotiations was of crucial
importance to us. |, however,
knew that the emergence of
Bangladesh as an independent
sovereign state was imminent
and inevitable".

After a brief stint as' Minister for
Commerce and Foreign Trade
in the first cabinet of Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman, his
appointment by the Mujib
Government as Ambassador to
the USA in 1975 was clearly a
recognition of his diplomatic
and political acumen and, of
course, of his valuable
contribution during the war of
independence.

According to my perception,
the diplomatic mission in
Washington D.C. by any

_account a highly sensitive

station, profited immensely from
Ambassador Siddigi's rich
background of education and
experience combined with his
personal qualities and the rare
sense of duty and dignity that

- he brought to bear on his office.

The versatility of his talent, was
demonstrated by  his
outstanding contributions in
other fields of national life. He
igft an indelible mark on
industrial development in
Bangladesh as a pathfinder. He
along with his illustrious father-
in-law A.K. Khan of revered
memory won high esteem
among the industrialists of
Bangladesh for their
entrepreneurial vision and also
for evolving strategies to place
the nascent industries on a
viable footing.

Late Mr. Siddigi will be
remembered by the nation for
his many contributions as a
political leader, diplomat,
industrialist and, above all, a
patriot of unflinching intergrity.
