27 pc of female deaths
related to pregnancy

Health and Family Welfare
Minister Chowdhury Kamal
Ibne Yusuf yesterday urged all
concerned to do something to
improved the over all position of
women in society and their
health status, reports UNB.

"We should do something

before the situation goes out of
control”, he said referring to the
grim situation of women's sta-
tus depicted by speakers at the
inaugural session of a two-day
workshop in the city.

The minister was presiding
over the inaugural session of
the workshop on "Women's
Status and Reproductive Health
Issues” at a local hotel in the
evening.

UNFPA Executive Director Dr
Nafis Sadik was the chief guest
at the function organised
jointly by Bangladesh Women's
Health Coalition (BWHC) and
United Nations Population Fund
(UNFPA).

BWHC President Dr Halida H
Akhter also addressed the inau-
gural session where three pa-
pers were presented by Simeen
Mahmood. Sajeda Amin and
Sdlma Sobhan.

In'his presidential speech,
the Health Minister said one of
the main health hazards faced

and childbirth. Around 27 per
cent, of all female deaths are
related to pregnancy — about
30,000 a year.

"Poor nutrition, Inadequate
health care and a large number
of closely spaced pregnancies
(starting at very young age) all
take their toll, and give
Bangladeshi women one of the
highest maternal mo
tios of the world — 572 per

100,000 live births."
He, however, observed Lhat

almost all maternal deaths re-
sulted from one of the five pre-
ventable causes — hemorrhage,
sepsis, toxemia, abortion and
obstructed labour.

"In addition to maternal mor-
tality, maternal morbidity rates
are also very high in
Bangladesh. Women suffer from
a number of sexually transmit-
ted diseases and rtpru-ductiw:

tract infections."
