29 60.000 fertile couples have
been brought under Family
Planning Programime(FPP) in
16 districts of Rajshahi Divi-
sion till December last, reports

The total number of fertile
couples in the division Iis
48 67 .488. The Contlraceptive
Acceptance Rate [CAR) in the
division stood at 60.68 per
cent at the end of the last year.

Of the total family planning
method acceptors, about
8.50.000 were sterilised while
16.09.000 couples were pro-
vided with contraceptive oral
pill, 2.14.000 with condom,
