| SPC for amendment
of Drug Ordn’

The Society for Pharmac-
eutical Chemists (SPC) yester-
day demanded amendment of
an article of the Drug (control)
Ordinance 1982 in order to
create a better working enviro-
nment in the drug manufac-
turing companies.

At a press conference. SPC
president Dr A I Mostafa and
general secretary Jawayed
that the Drug
Ordinance did not recognise
the drug manufacturing exper-
tise of the country's bio-
chemists. chemists. micro-bi-
ologists although they were
actively involved in the manu-
facturing process.

The ordinance only recog-
nised licensed pharmacists as
drug manufacturing experts,
they added.

"Since others are not
recognised as experts they are
demoralised and deprived of
job security.” the SPC leaders
pointed out.

They also pointed out that
there were no drug rules In
accordance with the Dru
Ordinance. "A drug rules
was prepared in 1989, but for
some mysterious reasons the
draft did not see the light of

day.” they said.

"Presently the drug admin-
istration is carrying out its ac-
tivities without any approved
drug rules, they alleged. In
order to let the drug Indus-
tries flourish and ensure pro-
duction of quality drugs. the
country needs a scientific
drug rules.” they said.

The SPC also demanded in-
troduction of pharmacy council
registration for pharmaceutical
chemists, ensuring national
drug policy and including SPC
representatives at the
Pharmacy Council, National
Drug Advisory Council,
Control Committee, and Drug
Policy Review Committee.
