"The destruction of the
Surya Sen Memorial Monu-
meTil is a challenge to the pro-
liberation forces by the anti-
independence forces.” over a
hundred lawyers of the
Supreme Court In a joint
statermnent said

The statement was signed
among others by Dr Kamal
Hossain., Gaziul Haq. Barrister

Amirul Islam., K S Nabi,
Habibul Islam Bhuyan, S S
Halder, Barrister Shaliq
Ahmed, Abdul Baten Maju-

mder, Subrata Chowdhury.

They said, within a few
days, the country will observe
the birth centenary of Surya
Sen. Various programmes have
been planned by a number of
organisations to uphold and
preserve the memory of the
hero, they added.

Only a few days ago. the
Minister for Fisheries and
Livestock has laid a foundation
stone of Surya Sen Bhaban at
the hero's birth place in
Noapara village under Raujan
thana in Chittagong and a
monument was constructed at
the same site.

On Monday, some miscre-
ants destroyed the monument.
the lawyers further said.

They demanded immediate
arrest and punishment of the
miscreants.

In a separate statement
Patia Samity, Dhaka Joint
Convener Prof Nurul Islam
Chowdhury and Dr Lalit Mohan
Nath and member secretary Dr
Nahal Karim expressing deep
resentment at the destruction
of the monument said that it
was a symbol of the Indepen-
dence movement against the
British.

The samity urged the gov-
ernment to rebuild the monu-
ment by March 21.
