grandfather lay dying,
he could not leave any material
inheritance. For the old man, a
primary school-teacher, was
poor. -
Instead he left his grandson
with a request and a hope. 'My
will is, become a primary
schoolteacher. it will give you
peace and keep you honest,’ he
said. . :
‘Kalimuddin, as he is known,
is proudly fulfiflling the wishes

| of his grandfather. Now 40, he
| started his career as an assis-

tant teacher 17 years ago.
Currently he i% an Assistant
Thana Education Officer, the
lowest officer in the hierarchy
of the country’'s primary educa-
tion system. Yet he has made

! himself known for his dedica-
: tion to the schools and families

in his thana, or distriet.

'We are a poor nation,' he
says. Primary education should

prepare a child with all basic

things for life.’ We must send

back every child to his family

with education, attitude and

with skill prepared for his
in life.’

they can; those that cannot be
tackled locally are sent to a
higher level. " Kalimuddin be-
lieves children should leave
primary schools with the skills
and attitudes necessary to earn
an income or assist their par-
ents in their professions. He
wants to explore the potential
of starting horticulture pro-

jects, garment shops and poul-

try projects in schools.

Understanding the pro-

A short man with a
beard. Kalimuddin is always on
the move. His working terri-
tory, the small township of
Saildpur, is densely populated,
centered around a rallway sta-
tion and a workshop.

Anybody who needs him
looks for his dilapidated mo-
torbike or follows the trail of
‘vat-vat’ noise it makes; it's
easy to catch up with because
the old bike does not run fast.
It's commmon to see the motor-
bike parked in the lanes of
Saidpur, and no doubt
Kalimuddin is inside the
house, talking with a parent or
guardian.

His 18-hour days are al-

ready legendary.
