"We must realise that we
are living in world of unequal
political and economic power
structure, Manmohan Singh
said in a plain-speaking speech
in response to op on de-
mands that India pull out of
GATT.

"And, under the umbrella of
GATT which ensures f[ree,
non-discriminatory and
equitable trade, India can ef-
fectively deal with the power-
ful countries,” the
minister told conference on
GATT implications.

His defence of the multilal-
eral trade system came amid a

continuing politicdl storm
over India's signing the GATT

accord in Merocco, on April
18.

Opposition parties charge
that the scored compromises
India’'s national interests by
making domestic economic
policies on such matters as
patents subject to GATT disci-
pline. :

They charge that farmers
would be hit hard by having to
pay seed royalties to multina-
tionals, and local industry
would suffer as a nesult of in-

creased imports that greater

market accéss under GATT
would bring. .
Singh, author of sweeping

oping nations had no option
but to stay within GATT to
avoid bilateral “blackmail* by

trading partners.

“History has shown that the
rich and powerful countries
always try to dominate weak
and poor coumniries and the
fact remains that we are no
match for them.” the minister
said. .

“If we deal with the United
States under bilateral mecha-
nisms, we will definitely get a
raw deal.” he said, giving an
example.

Even a major economic
power like China was to join
GATT because it was aware of

the trade opportunities the

pact would open up. he said.

China had been given a
mosl favoured nation trading
status by the United States but
it was under scrutiny because
of political considerations,
Singh said.

The minister said . GATT
would benefit Indian exports.
whose f[ast growth is essential
to finance increasing imports
at a time when the country
could no longer rely on con-
cessional credits.

“If we want to be self-re-
liant and be independent of
external borrowings then we
will achieve this by staying
within GATT.” Singh said in
the most comprehensive gov-
ernment defence of the pact
since the controversy erupted.

He assured farmers that the
new GATT accord would not
lead to diminished agricultural
subsidies, and that only the
hybrids of high-yielding seeds
evolved through research and
development efforts would be
patented

"I think entrepreneurial
farmers will not mind buying
high-vyielding varieties of seeds
at a higher price to boost pro-
duction,” he said.

He also allayed fears that a
recognition of drug patens
would ‘lead medicine prices to
shoot up, saying most pharma-
ceutical products made in In-
dia were off the patent list.

points, or 0.30 per cent, to
1.610.84. It had climbed 22.21
points, or 1.39 per cent, to
1.615.69 on Friday.

An estimated 150 million
shares changed hands on the
first section, down from Fri-
day's 175 million. Declines
outnumbered advances 666 Lo
307, with 185 issues un-
changed.

Yemen's war has little
impact on oil output

DUBAI, May 9: Yemen's bit-
ter civil war appears to Have
had little effect so far on the
country’s oil output, but even if
it did, foreign customers could
easily find new supplies, oil
industry sources said on Sun
day, reports Reuler.

Yemen s production of
around 340,000 BPD of crude
ofl is small by world standards
but it is a vital source of in-
come for the impoverished,
mainly agricultural country
rivenn by a civil war between
northern and southern forces.

"Some oil companies are
still taking (Yemen's) Marib
light and Masila crudes. but
they could replace them
easily.” one oil trader based in
the region said

It would be stupid for e
ther side to attack oil facilities

If they do, it means they are
not thinking about what will
happen after Lthe war."™ he
added

Heavy fighting broke out in
Yemen on Wednesday after
months of political tension and
skirmishes between the forces
of North and South which
were separale states before
1990

Qatari oil minister Abdullah
Al-Attiyah: In Cairo for a con-
ference on Arab energy coop
eration, said: Whalt we are
wurri-cd abomil is not how this

will affect oil. We are worried
about the people in Yemen.”

Yemen's oil comes from the
Marfh area In the north and
Masila and ShabWwa, across the
old border in formeér South
Yemen.

The Marib area, about 150
kilometres (93 miles) east of
Sanaa, normally produces
about 195000 BPD of crude.

Officials at the export ter-
minal of Ras Isa told Reuters
by telex that Marib, operated
by a hunt oil company sub-
sidiary. was producing nor-
mally on Sunday despite the
War.

The Southern Masila block,
where Canadian Occidental
Petroleumn Ltd (CANOXY) pro-
duces 140,000 BPD of crude
oil, is nearly 500 kilometres
(300 miles) east of Aden and
well away from the ground
fighting.

CANOXY said yesterday that
its staff in Aden had left during
an evacuation of foreigners by
French warships. But it added
that work at Masila was going
on as normal.

Yemen's third oil-producing
area |s Shabwa, where south-
ern troops and tanks have
been sent in recent months.
