A Lhree-day workshop be
gan in the city yesterday to
review the present state of
aviation communication and air
traffic system in Bangladesh
and future plans. State Minis-
ter for Civil Aviation and
Tourism Abdul Mannan inaugu-
rated the workshop Ltitled
"Communication Navigation
Surveillance (CNS)/Air Traffic
Management (ATM])" at Shera-
ton hotel in the city.

CNS/ATM is an ambitious
multi-million dollar project
undertaken by the Interna-
tional Civil Aviation Organisa-
tion (ICAO) to modernise the
communication and traffic
management systemn at the be-
ginning of the 21st century.

Vijendra Singh, a consultant
from the ICAO, is conducting
the workshop. participated by
72 executives of the Civil Avia-
tion Authority of Bangladesh
(CAAB), and their departments
concerned.

The United Nations Devel-
apment Fund and the ICAO
jointly sponsored the work-
shop.

Aviation and Tourism Sec-
retary Nooruddin Al Masud,
Chairman of CAAB Air Com-
modore Shamser Ali and
Member (Operation), CAAB,

In 1983, the ICAO estab

lished a special committee of
Fufure Air Navigation System
(FANS) with the task of study-
ing, identifying and assessing
new concept of technology for
the development of air naviga-
tion in the next 25 years.

The original FANS commit-
tee completed its task by 1988
with the CNS concept. largely
based on satellites and for the
evaluation of ATM.

The programme is now be-
ing implemented phase-wise
and the system facilities would
be available by 2000-2005. By
2010, CNS/ATM may be the
only system to be used for the
global aeronautieal communi-
cation, navigation and air tral-
fic management.

By using this system, an air-
craft would be able to automat-
ically transit its position and
other relevant data on ma-
noeuvre intent. speed and
weather via satellite to the air
traffic centre.
