They said the parliamentary
form of governmient is not only
a system but also a way of life.
The discussants also said the
couniry needs education, fair
leadership, freedom of the ju-
diciary. an uninfluenced elec-
tion commission and above all
the practice of democratic
norms to institutionalise de
mocracy in our country.

They were addressing a
seminar on "Working of Par-
llamentary Democracy in Bang:
ladesh” at the Social Science
Gallery at the Jahangirmagar
University (JU). Organised by
the Department of Govern-
ment and Politics of the JU. it
was attended by the Vice-
Chancellor of the Dhaka
University Prof. Emajuddin
Ahmed and Mainul Hosein as
special guests. The acting VC
of the JU Prof M A Hossain af-
tended the seminar as chief
guest.

Presided over by the Chair-
person of the Department of
Government and Politics of the
JU Dilara Chowdhury, the
seminar was also attended by
the Chittagong University VC
Prof R I Chowdhury, Holiday

editor Enayetullah Khan. Dr
Mizanur Rahman Shelly, Dr

They said independence of
the judiciary is one of the
essential issues in a demo-
cratic society. Democrary had
been introduced in the country
but it was yet to be institution-
alised, they added.

Initiating discussions at the
seminar, Prof Emajuddin
Ahmed said the demand for a
caretaker government was
raised at a time when the pre-
sent Parlilament Is trying to
become effective. The idea of a
caretaker government s a
Western concept, but the way
it is being demanded here is
not found anywhere in the
world.

"No Parliament has com-
pleted its tenure after inde-
pendence of Bangladesh. The
political leadership will be re-
sponsible if the present Par-
liament is dissolved.,” Prof Ah-
med said.

A renowned political scien-
tist, Prof Ahmed suggested the
government and Opposition
should resolve the stalemate
through discussions, which is
the essence of parliamentary
democracy.

"1 hope that good sense will
prevail on them and the spirit

ocracy's sake'

of democracy will be upheid.”
he said

In his paper. Ataur Rahman
of Dhaka University said the
Opposition demand for a care-
taker government and impa-
tience on the part of the gov-
ernment had resulted in a cri-
sis for parliamentary democ
racy in the country

He expressed his appre-
hension that a third force
might take advantage of the
current political crisis.

Barrister Mainul Hosein
sald a democratic government
elected by the people can be
dislodged by the people only In
another election or by two.
thirds majority in Parliament.

"It is dangerous to hand
over state powers to an un
elected government and any
such suggestion should not be
taken lightly.” he said.

About the boycotting of
Parlament by the Opposition,
Barrister Hosein sald the de-
mand for a caretaker govern
ment “certainly undermines
the democratic process.”™ The
government which has an
absolute majority In Parliament
has nothing to fear, he said.

"It is nothing less than an
attempt to overthrow the
elected government lock,
stock and barrel,” Barrister
Hosein commented on the
Opposition demand.

Auto workshop
owners demand
withdrawal
of VAT

The Bangladesh Automobile
Workshop Owners' Association
yesterday demanded exemp-
tion of the automobile work-
shops from value added tax
(VAT) in the coming budget.

In a press conference held
at a city restaurant, the leaders
of the association said they
would begin all-out agitation if
the VAT is not withdrawn in
the next budget. -

They also demanded some
separate areas for automobile
workshop in Dhaka and other
big cities, arrangement of
mandatory mechanical training
system by car exporting com-
panies like Toyota, Datsun,
Nissan and Mitsubishi.

Harun ar-Rashid, president
of the association, addressed
the conference, while Khair
Uddin Montu, general secre-
tary of the association, was
present.

In his written speech,
Harun demanded allocation of
Tk 25 crore for training and
human resource development
in the automobile workshop
sector.

"“The government is charg-
ing 15 per cent VAT over 33
per cent of any bill, which is a
burden for us,” he cornmented.

He alleged that a high offi-
cial of the National Board of
Revenue had claimed Tk 5
lakh as bribe to reduce the
VAT on automobile workshops.

He claimed that the gov-
ernment was earning about Tk

one thousand crore from the
remittance of automobhjle
labourers working abroad who
took training from workshops
here. But the government was
doing nothing for the welfare
of the automobile workers, he
lamented.

There are about ten thou- |

sand automobile workshops all
over the country and about 15
lakh people belong to this sec-
tor, he claimed.
