Trade deficit
to go up

The trade deficit. of the
country in the fiscal year
1693-94 will increase by 4.1
per cent compared to that of
the previous year.

According to the budget re-
port, the trade deficit in the
current fiscal year was esti-
mated at Tk 6.600 crore while
it was Tk 6343 crore in the
previous fiscal year.

The export earnings in the
first nine months of this fiscal
was Tk 10,400 crore against
the targeted earnings of Tk
11,600 crore.

The export earnings of this
fiscal is however, expected to
increase by 12.3 per cent
compared to the previous
year's earnings.

The expenditure on account
of import was also estimated to
increase by 9.1 per cent com-
pared to the previous year's
import bill.

- The expenditure for import
in the current fiscal was esti-
mated at Tk. 17,000 crore

against the expenditure of Tk.

15,601 crore in the previous

fiscal year.
