In his paper, Prof Syedur
Rahman said in Bangladesh
there are about one million
blinds and it is estimated that
half of them are due to mrncal.
opacity

About 30,000 children be-
come blind each year due to
diseases of cornea, malnutri-
tion. diarrhoeal episodes, vi-
tamin A deficiency and com-
pllications of measles, he said
and held the lack of health ed-
ucation, prejudices and po-
verty responsible for the huge
number of blindness in the
country.

Prof Rahman said posthu-
mous eyve donation can give
lights to the eyes of the most
of these unfortunate people.

Dr Tarik Reza Ali said since
the establishment of Sandhani
Eye Donation Society in 1984,
a total ol 23,535 people have

ledged (o donate their eyes.
¥ I~h=- said dnring thf-}r last

seven years 26 corneas were
collected from 13 persons who
donated their eyes posthu-
mously.

During the period total
number of corneas collected is
548 and number of transplan-
tation 1s H06.

Other than voluntary dona-
tions, all other corneas were
collected from the unclaimed
bodies in the hospitals, Dr
Tarik said.

In his presidential speech,
Ruhul Amin Majumdar appre-
ciated the role of Dr Hudson
Silva to help start the eye do-
nation movement in Bangla-
desh.

He recalled that during the
first visit of Dr Silva in Bang-
ladesh 10 years back, the San-
dhani Eye Donation Society
was founded at his inspiration.
