'Imported TSP 1s
not sub-standard'

The colour of any fertilisers.
including the TSF. is depen-
dent on raw materials or con-
ditioning agent used in the
manufacturing process and has
no effect on its nutrient con-

tent, reports UNB.
The TSP (triple super
phosphate) may be black or

grey depending on the nature
of rock phosphate or the con-
ditioning agent, said the
Ministry of Agriculture.

The ministry issued a clari-
lication yesterday to dispel any

{ doubt from the public mind in

view of some newspaper re-
ports alleging that the black
TSP imported from abroad,
particularly from Tunisia, was
harmful and injurious to soil.

[t was also alleged in the
reports that the use of black
TSP would reduce the fertility
ol the soil and ultimately affect
production, _

Referring to a news ‘item

" published in a daily that the

TSP imported from Tunisia
contains 39.34 per cent phos-
phate and 7.24 per cent oil,
the Minister of Agriculture
said this is not true. "Samples
of the TSP imported from
Tunisia and the USA were
tested and it was found that
the product is not sub-stan-
dard.” it said.

The release said: "All pos-

sible measures have been
taken to prevent import of any
harmful or toxic fertilisers in
the country and no fertiliser is
allowed to enter in the country
unless the same conforms to
the specifications approved by
the Ministry.”
- Moreover, it added, the im-
porter at the time of customs
clearance has to present to the
authorities the manufacturers'
certificate and pre-shipment
inspection certificate from any
internationally reputed
spection agent.
