possible 14 one-day interna-
tionals, reports AP.

The Indian leg includes four
one-dayers in eight days dot-
ted across the continent
against the host country and
the West Indies, and possibly a
final"

The players are coming off a
three-month winter break to
face one of the world's best
one-day sides and an Indian
teamn that is difficult to beat at
home.

New Zealand will have a
one-day rhatch upon arrival in
South Alrica — New Zealand's
first tour there for 32 years
followed by three, three-day
matches before the first Test
in Johannesburg.

In between the first and
second Tests against South
Africa, there is a six-game one-
day programme against South
Africa, Pakistan and Sri Lanka,
followed by the 1aﬁt two Test
matches.

Captain Hen Rutherford,
who, with vice-captain and star
batsman Martin Crowe, has a
critical role to play with the
bat, believes it is a tour on
which players have the chance
to cement international places.

top.

"The bowlers immediately
tried this out with a hint of
success: the Bottle Top Bandits
were born,” wrote Watson.

Watson said that was the
only time New Zealand players
tampered with the ball.

"We all
(scuffed the ball) to be honest.
But that's the first and last
lime We've done it to my
knowledge.” he said Sunday.

New Zealand had suspected
tampering by Pakistan in the
first two internationals and felt
these were substantiated when
they saw the second.Test ball
Pakistan had used.

"For some reason the
Pakistanis changed the ball
while some of us were outside
the dressing room mucking

around, so we went and had a

poke at it — one side seemed
to have appreciatively less
leather than the other,~

J Watson said.

His revelations — the first
admission by a New Zealand
player — are certain to re-ig-
nite international controversy
over ball tampering, which is
believed to enhance “reverse

Pakistan great Imran Khan
resigned his position this year
as an International Cricket
Council delegate after admit-
ting in his biography that he
used a bottle top to scratch the
ball while playing for Sussex in
England in 1991].

The Tow reached a peak in
1992 when England batsman
Allan Lamb accused Wasim and
Wagar of cheating during the
one-day international between
England and Pakistan at Lord's.
