There is perhaps an instinel in man to get
rich quickly through any possible means. The
old timers may recall that in the distant past,
Derby lotiery tickets — a bet on. horseracing
held in Bfitain-— was very popular among all
sections of people. Over the years. new ideas
on lottery have emerged. In pre-independence
days, "get-a-word” competition in a particular
English daily evoked widespread interest and
participation. At present, the craze for winning
fortune through lottery is no'less strong. This
craze gets added impetus through the publicity
media, such as the press. radio and the TV.

All of us, more or less, believe in luck. This
belief mainly goads us to take part in all kinds
of lottery. In a poor country like ours, people
generally feel that there is no better way of
winning a rich reward except through the

blind play of chance. Some organizations ac-’

cordingly get very ac¢tive in exploiting this atti-

tude’. All classes of people, be they educated or
otherwise, fall easy prey to their tactics to lure

people to try their luck im their lucratic offers

of lottery in various forms.

Lately, we have seen a repletion of lottery
ventures launched with catchy slogans to at-
tract people. Though the publicity campaigns
for such lotteries extend over the whole coun-
try, the greater impact of their promotional
gimmicks is felt very strongly in the city. A list

. of recent lottery enticements reads as follows.
The National Sports Council tops the list with’

its offer of lottery in a series — the latest one
was the fifth in the series with very high
stakes. The
promotion of sports and games in the country.
Then came the broadsides of the Coco-Cola
Company with their Yo-Yo gimmick: the Red
Crescent Society's lottery with its slogan:
"Come forward to help dis{ress humanity; dia-
betic society's lottery with its slogan "Help in
the treatment of thousands of diabetic pa
tients": Daily Star's quiz competition with its
lagan ‘wln a trip to the World Cup final at Los

fering of space games and cars. Besides these,
a large number of lotteries of known and un
known origins keep people engrossed in them.
in fact., the whole country seems to b-c ob-
sessed with the craze for lotteries. .

The ful] blast of the promotional drives in
connection with such lotteries was felt more in
this city than anywhere else. For example,,
when the Coco-Cela Company launched its
campaign with the offer of Yo-Yo game. the
charm of the game seemed to affect all age
groups ranging from little children to aduits.
Similarly the whole country was astir with hec-
tic activity in connection with DV-I visa lottery.
Printed application forms were sold in thou-
.sands by hawkers and the main post offices be-
came crowded with an overwhelming number
of applicants bringing in a windfall of income
for post offices.

When the National Sports Council an-
nounced its series of lottery, booths for sale of
tickets were set up at important city areas
from which mikes blared exhortations to buy
lottery tickets withh catchy slogans, blended
with' popular film songs. The publicity hubbub
greated by these booths sometimes drove
peace-loving citizens to the edge of their pa-
tience. Besides. the electronfc media of the
country joined in the furore.

The lottery craze does not sweep our coun
try alone. There are also other countries of ﬂm
world where of one form or another at-
tracts people. Such mass fascination with lot-
tery may perhaps be channelled to serve some”
public welfare . such as, for
setting up a cancer hospital, heart and kidney
treatment centres. Such beneficial projects
maycrﬂtenmufpanmpaﬂﬁnmmrnng
those who fail to win a prize in lottery. In this
context, the lottery regularly launched by the
Diabetic Association every year is praiseworthy.
Similar ventures may be highly appreciated by
all in greater publ:lr: interest.
